BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT

The Board of Adjustment meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Chairman Muth.

Motion by Sissel, second by Robinson, to approve the agenda.  All ayes. 

Motion by Sissel, second by Grandon, to approve the minutes of the 4/19/11 meeting.  All ayes.

Muth read the following appeal:  

Rick and Dana Darveaux, 208 S 8th Street, Clear Lake, IA, request permission to construct a new dwelling at this location.  PERMISSION DENIED:  The Clear Lake Code of Ordinances 165.39, Requirements And Exceptions For Established Setbacks.  Proposed construction will not meet the requirements or exceptions.  A Conditional Use may be granted by the Board of Adjustment modifying yard requirements.

Mr. Darveaux stated he was requesting a variance of the front yard setback in order to construct a ranch style handicap accessible home on this property.  He and his wife chose this location primarily due to its close proximity to downtown Clear Lake, which will allow their daughter to independently access the area in her wheelchair.  The L-shape of the lot makes it impossible to build the type of structure they need unless they are allowed to position the home closer to the lot line along N 8th Street.  Mr. Darveaux had secured signatures from abutting property owners approving the placement and proposed house style, and if a variance is granted, will finalize purchase of the property and demolish the existing home on the site.

Robinson asked if the propsed setback along N 8th Street would be enough to satisfy any needs of the City.  John Marino, Building/Zoning Administrator, responded that only the garage portion of the house would be 13’ from the front property line.  The remainder of the home would be set back 34½’ from the front property line, which would be a sufficient distance.

Motion by Grandon, second by Sissel, to grant the requested setback variance.  All ayes.

Muth declared  the meeting adjourned at 5:38 p.m.
