The Board of Adjustment met Tuesday June 2nd in the Council Chambers
of the City of Clear Lake.  Chairman Muth called the meeting to order at 5:30.
Present were: Muth, Robinson, Swanson and Sissel.  Grandon was absent.
Sissel moved to approve the Agenda, second by Robinson.  Sissel moved to
approve the minutes of the May 25th meeting, second by Robinson.

Muth read the Appeal:  Mr. and Mrs. Michael Cooley, 2607 S. Lakeview Drive
plan to replace their older cottage with a new home.  They are requesting a variance  for a side yard of 4’ instead of the required 5’ and to extend a roof
over a deck on the lakeside.  Permission Denied.  Proposed construction will not meet the requirements of Section 165.17.4

Mike Ritter Building Official , introduced Mike and Carla Cooley.  Mike Cooley explained their plan to demolish a cottage they purchased in 1987 and build a new Prairie School type structure however a narrow 40’ lot does not allow for 
many building options.  He has spoken with several neighbors who also applied for variances for that reason.  He said that he will need a variance for one side of the house but the other side meets the 5’ side yard requirement.  They plan to have a walk out basement and a patio with a deck on part of it.  They hope to put a roof over part of the deck.  They have spoken to neighbors about the deck and
roof and they have agreed with their plan.  There has been no contact with property owners on the south side as that parcel is in litigation.

Muth asked if the building project will begin soon.  Cooley responded that they plan to remove the cabin, reconstruct the shoreline and begin the construction in the fall then work inside during the winter.  Muth asked if it will be a stick home.
Cooley replied it will probably be an insulated foam construction.  It will not be
a modular home.  The Hackberry tree in front of the house will have to come down he said.

Muth agreed that covering the deck will not obstruct the view of the lake but he would like confirmation that they will not enclose the deck. This should be included in the motion to grant the variance.  Robinson made a motion to approve the variance with the stipulation that the deck cannot be enclosed.
Muth asked for a Roll Call.
Robinson, aye; Swanson, aye; Muth, aye; and Sissel, aye.  All Ayes.  Variance
granted.
