Chairman Fred Muth called the meeting to order at 6:00.  Present were
Swanson, Muth, Grandon and Sissel.  Robinson was absent.
Muth asked for Approval of the Agenda. Sissel moved, second by
Swanson.  Sissel moved to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2015
meeting, second by Swanson.
The appeal was read by Muth.  Mr. Dennis Lewerke,1446 N. Carolina
Mason City, requests permission to build two apartments on lower
(ground) level  located at 2306 3rd Avenue S.  Denied:  Proposed project
will not meet the requirements of Code of Ordinances Section 165.22 (CH-1).
Contractor John Snow was introduced to represent Lewerke.  He said
that they plan to build 2 apartments on the ground level of an existing
2 story building.  The construction is shown in the plans with the exception of the windows which are not shown, everything else is up to
code, he said. Muth asked if there is cooking in the apartments.  There is living room, bedrooms, bath and kitchen and furnace room in each unit he replied. 
Mike Ritter, Building Official said that he had made one stipulation to
the project and that is the outside parking situation, one space and
one garage is to stay as is. Lewerke wanted parking the entire
length of the building.  If more spaces are needed at a later time,
he would have to come back before the Board for approval.
Sissel made a motion that the Board grant the variance without
additional parking.  Muth added that if there are other changes, they
must come back before the Board.
Roll Call.  Swanson, Abstain. Muth, Yes. Sissel, Yes and Grandon, Yes.
Motion passed.
The second part of the Board of Adjustment meeting began with Muth reading the appeal of Walt Muskovich, 30 Four Winds Drive Clear Lake. 
He requests permission to erect a fence in his front yard, part of which
will be 6’ high.  Denied:  Proposed project will not meet the requirements of the Code of Ordinances Section 165.36 1-E.
Mike Ritter, Building Official spoke on behalf of Muskovich.  Ritter said that Muskovich wants to build a 6’ fence for security reasons.  The front yard and portions of the side yards would be decorative aluminum
[bookmark: _GoBack]fencing and the remaining side yards would have black chain link fencing as shown on the plan. It would be 6’ off of the city right of way. He said that Muskovich has had $1300. in damages to the trees on his property.
Swanson moved to approve of the 6’ fence, second by Sissel. All Ayes
Motion Approved.
