The Board of Adjustment met Tuesday May 26, 2015 in the Council Chambers
of the City of Clear Lake.  Chairman Muth called the meeting to order at 5:30.
Present were: Muth, Robinson, Swanson and Sissel.  Grandon was absent.
Sissel moved to approve the Agenda, second by Swanson.  Sissel moved to
approve the minutes of the April 7th, 2015 meeting, second by Swanson.
Muth read the appeal of members of the Open Bible Church. They are 
requesting permission to use an existing building at 509 S.17th Street 
 as a church  (religious institution), which may be permitted by Conditional Use
 if granted by the Board of Adjustment.
Pastor Will Hunsaker explained their need for change.  He said that his church
[bookmark: _GoBack]is becoming too small for their growing congregation and that the present church is not handicap accessible. The new church entrance will face south and their parking lot will be at the rear of the church.  Kingland Systems Corp. has agreed to sell them a  portion of its parking lot also. He has spoken with other neighbors and they are okay with their plans. 
Muth asked if there will be extensive remodeling to the existing building.  Hunsaker replied that there will be as the present building is mainly a shell
except for some useable office space.
Robinson asked if they plan to enlarge the building or build a school there. 
Hunsaker said there are no such plans and that this will be a transitional structure as they will build a larger church in the future.  
Muth asked for a motion. Sissel made the motion  to grant the variance.
