The Board of Adjustment met Tuesday July 28th at 5:30 p.m.   Chairman Fred
Muth called the meeting to order and called for approval of the Agenda.
Sissel so moved, second by Robinson.  Muth called for approval of the Minutes
of the June 30th, 2015 meeting.  It was moved by Robinson and second by Swanson.
[bookmark: _GoBack]  Muth read the appeal. Jay and Elizabeth Lefevre ,1407 W. 7th Avenue North, Clear Lake, request permission to build a new dwelling at 2201 North Shore Drive.
Permission Denied:  Proposed construction will not meet the requirements of the
Clear Lake Code of Ordinances 165.17-4.
  Susie Copas with Dean Snyder Construction was introduced to speak for the Lefevres.  She said that they are asking for variances of the side yards of the house.  On the west side of the property, they would like a 4’ variance as the garage of the neighboring residence infringes on their property. There is also a 1.5 overhang.  The rear or street side is the same as the neighbors.  On the east side, the property owners’ seawall encroaches one foot on their property and there is view encroachment because of their deck.  The east side of the property now will have a 5’ side setback so we are asking for one variance  she said.  Muth asked if that was on the design and Copas replied no but after the pre-meeting discussion, it was decided that we can re-design the project to accommodate the required 5’ setback. Muth: So you are eliminating one side variance .
Swanson:  Is the 4’ variance from the existing garage or the property line?
Copas replied,the property line.
Muth:  I need to ask the board, as there was in the packets, a concern on the lakeside of the home as far as lining up and in my observation they are all
staggered, are all kinds of closeness and distances from the lakeshore.  The second house from the west is sticking out 3 or 4 feet beyond the first house
The second house to the east is sticking out 3 or 4 feet from the left.  This house
is sticking out 3 or 4 feet but is still in line with the others.
Swanson:  Is there a deck on the house?  Yes replied Copas, about 12’ and they
plan to have a small 10’ balcony on the 2nd floor and there will be no roof or walls.  
However, we are not concerned with decks advised Muth.  
Robinson:  Then we are down to 1 variance on the west side, the other variances have been dealt with.  Also, What about parking on the street side?  Copas replied
that there is 20’ of parking space and it aligns with the neighbor.
Muth to Mike Ritter, Building Official:  Since that was in the initial proposal, do we need to have this included in the motion so we are not approving something that was not brought before us now.  Ritter replied that we have already addressed that so we are down to approving 1 variance on the west side (3.99) with adjustments being made on the east side.
Muth asked for a motion.  Robinson moved to approve the variance on the west side.

Roll Call:  Swanson, approve.  Robinson, approve.  Muth, approve. Sissel, approve.
