Council Meeting 2/1/2016



REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 1, 2016, at 5:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Hugi moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Hugi:

A. Minutes – January 18, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Veterans Memorial Golf Club, (renewal).
· Tree Trimmers License:  Clapper Tree Service, Clear Lake, (renewal).
· Excavator’s License:  Larson Contracting, Lake Mills, (renewal).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed 2016 General Obligation Refunding and stated that at the previous City Council meeting, the council set the date for a public hearing on a proposal to enter into a future loan agreement in a principal amount not to exceed $1,700,000 to refund three outstanding City General Obligation bond issues.  He stated the primary purpose of the transaction is to achieve interest savings over the life of the bonds.  He stated the proceeds from the refunding will be utilized to refinance existing debt from three prior bond issues that are “callable”.  Flory advised he had not received any written or oral communications prior to the public hearing.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the 2016 General Obligation Bond Refunding Loan Agreement as previously established by the Council.  Hearing no public comment, Nelson moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-02

A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING INTENT TO ENTER INTO LOAN AGREEMENT

Flory gave an update regarding the purchase of a new (replacement) 2016 regenerative air street sweeper and stated that the City currently uses two street sweepers for street cleaning operations a 2005 Johnston Regenerative Air Vacuum Sweeper and a 2011 Pelican 3-wheel Mechanical Broom Sweeper and at certain times of the year, in particular the fall, the City utilizes both sweepers to lessen localized street flooding and storm sewer collection system congestion.  He stated that the 2005 Johnston has more than surpassed its useful life expectancy and its reliability necessary for use as a day-to-day sweeper is now circumspect and it has experienced higher maintenance costs and undesirable down time the last few years as a result of mechanical failures of a significant nature and is showing wear and fatigue on the drive and chassis components.  Flory stated that bid proposals were opened on Tuesday, January 26th at 1:00 p.m. at the Public Works Department.  Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, stated that two vendors submitted bid proposals and that the bids ranged from $184,662.89 to $198,350.  Weigel stated that the department is recommending the purchase of the Schwarze A7 Tornado from Elliot Equipment of Grimes, Iowa in the amount of $184,662.89.  Boehnke moved to authorize the purchase of the Schwarze A7 Tornado from Elliot Equipment as recommended by the department, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.
