Council Meeting 4/4/2016



REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 4, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Ebeling moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Callanan moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Hugi:

A. Minutes – March 21, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class B Native Wine Permit (WBN) BE Wellness; Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial with Outdoor Service, MNG Restaurant Corp; Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Rumorz; Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, South Shore Inn; Class B Beer (BB) (Includes Wine Coolers) with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Lake Time Brewery; (renewals).
· Excavator’s License:  Jireh, LLC, Clear Lake; Dean Snyder Construction, Clear Lake; (renewals).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.

Bennett Smith, 2214 S Lakeview Drive, addressed the Council regarding a proposed economic development project in Mason City and expressed his concern for the potential negative impacts not only to Mason City but to Clear Lake and the surrounding area.  He urged the Council to take a position opposing the project.

Chris Peterson of rural Clear Lake expressed his concerns about the proposed pork processing plant in Mason City and stated that he does not believe it is a good fit for our area and that it will have a negative effect on Clear Lake and the surrounding area.  He asked the Council to consider adopting a Resolution stating opposition to the project and its likely negative impacts on Clear Lake and tourism.

Phyllis Willis, resident of Fertile and property owner in Clear Lake, stated that she believes the proposed pork processing plant in Mason City is a terrible idea for our area.

Bob Wolfram, Ventura, stated that he believes there was little to no communication regarding the proposed economic development project in Mason City and feels that the County and the City of Clear Lake should have been consulted regarding the proposed pork processing plant as it will have an impact on the entire region.  He asked the Council to adopt a Resolution asking the City of Mason City to delay its decision for 60 days to allow the citizens to give their input.

James Berge, Kensett, stated that he is against the proposed pork processing plant being built in Mason City as he believes it will have a negative effect on the entire region.

Jere Null, Prestige Food, stated that he believes there is a lot of speculation regarding the proposed pork processing plant in Mason City and that the company has no permits in place to build a hog confinement in Cerro Gordo County and as a company they believe it would not be a good idea to build or support confinements within the watershed of Clear Lake.  He stated that if the Council had any questions for him or anyone at Prestige Food that they would be more than willing to answer those questions.

Lark Roberts, 2407 S Lakeview Court, stated that she is against the proposed pork processing plant.

Darrel Kobeen, stated that he is against the proposed pork processing plant in Mason City and also stated that he is concerned that if a permit was granted by the State to Prestige Food to build a hog confinement in the area that there is nothing that can be done to stop them.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tom Willett, rural Cerro Gordo County, expressed his concern about the proposed pork processing plant and his disappointment in the lack of communication by Prestige Food regarding the facility.

Max Weaver, Mason City, stated that he is opposed to the proposed pork processing plant in Mason City and asked the Council to voice their concerns to the City of Mason City elected officials.  He stated that he believes the plant will have a negative economic impact on the area and a negative impact to the tourism industry in Clear Lake.

Karen Ressler, 612 N 3rd Street, stated that she is concerned what negative impact the building of the proposed pork processing plant would have not only to the City of Clear Lake but the entire region.

Mary Kay Johnson, 710 N 10th Street, stated that she is against the proposed pork processing plant and that she does not believe the schools could handle the influx of population.  She stated she is also concerned about future air and water quality.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed a proposal for the sale of the former Four Winds Drive Water Tower Site and stated that City staff has negotiated the sale of the City-owned property.  He stated the prospective purchaser is an adjoining land owner and the parcel is a “non-conforming” lot in terms of size and lack of a transferable permitted roadway access.  He advised that the site is roughly 100’ x 100’ and the proposed purchase price is $0.50 per square foot.  He stated the Council would need to set the date for a public hearing on the proposed sale for the next regular meeting on April 18th.  Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION SCHEDULING HEARING ON PROPOSED SALE OF CITY-OWNED PROPERTY FORMERLY KNOWN AS THE FOUR WINDS WATER TOWER SITE

Rebecca Gisel, Key Account Manager, Alliant Energy gave an annual update to the Council.  Gisel also presented the Mayor with a rebate check for energy efficient updates that were made to the Clear Lake Water Treatment Plant.

Flory gave an update on the Surf District Great Places Projects and stated that back in April of 2014, the Clear Lake’s “Surf District” was named an Iowa Great Place by the State Department of Cultural Affairs and stated that the designation followed a competitive application and grant process, which identified certain projects designed to enhance the District.  He stated the City was awarded $101,000 through the grant program to complete these projects, which include:  wayfinding signage; Three Stars Plaza Sound System; Surf Ballroom right-of-way & parking lot enhancements; and Surf Ballroom marquee restoration.  He stated that for Council consideration is a professional services agreement with RDG to assist the City and the North Iowa Cultural Center & Museum with the planning, design, and construction of these projects.  Hugi moved to approve the professional services agreement with RDG, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory gave an update regarding the Main Avenue Brick Paver Sidewalk Reconstruction Project and stated that project engineer would review the proposed supplemental agreement to the professional services agreement originally approved in October of 2015 for the project.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the supplemental agreement and stated that the agreement is for a not-to-exceed amount of $64,500.  Boehnke moved to approve the Supplemental Agreement, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Mayor Crabb asked that the following Board & Commission appointments be approved:

· Appointment of David Klang (405 S 12th Street) to the City’s Board of Adjustment for the term ending December 31, 2020.
· Re-appointment of Chyrl Bergvig (601 S 14th Street) to the City’s Planning & Zoning Commission for the term ending December 31, 2020.

Callanan moved to approve the appointment of Klang to the Board of Adjustment for the term ending December 31, 2020, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved to approve the re-appointment of Bergvig to the Planning & Zoning Commission for the term ending December 31, 2020, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the County Highway B-35 Reconstruction Project and stated that he would be attending the County Board of Supervisors meeting where they will review the project schedule and plans for detours during construction.

Flory gave an update on the CLEAR Project Coordinator position and stated that a tentative offer of employment to a potential candidate has been made and accepted and that a formal offer of employment will be forthcoming.  

There being no further business before the Council, Ebeling moved to adjourn at 7:49 p.m., seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
