Council Meeting 4/18/2016



REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 18, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Pro-Tem Mike Callanan presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Hugi:

A. Minutes – April 4, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Ge-Jo’s by the Lake; Class B Beer (BB) (Includes Wine Coolers) with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Oak Hills Par 30; (renewals); Class C Beer Permit and Class B Native Wine Permit with Sunday Sales, Clear Lake Bait & Tackle, (new).
· Tree Trimmer’s License:  Cutting Edge Tree Services, Mason City, (renewal).
· Excavator’s License:  Navratil Excavating, Mason City, (renewal).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, reviewed a proposal for the sale of the former Four Winds Drive Water Tower Site and stated that at its previous meeting the City Council approved a Resolution proposing the sale of the City-owned property by negotiated sale and authorizing the Clerk to public notice in the newspaper of a public hearing to be held April 18th.  He advised that the public notice was published on April 6th and that no written communication has been received prior to the public hearing.  He stated that the parcel is a “non-conforming” lot in terms of size and is roughly 100’ x 100’ and that the proposed purchase price is $0.50/square foot.  Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposal to sell City-owned property locally known as the former Four Winds Water Tower site.  Hearing no public comment, Nelson moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Ebeling.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-09

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SALE AND DISPOSAL OF THE CITY’S INTEREST IN CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY OWNED BY THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, FORMERLY KNOWN AS THE FOUR WINDS WATER TOWER SITE

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan gave an update on the Clear Lake Watershed Coordinator Position and proposed Advisory Board and stated that City staff and the search committee have made an offer of employment, which has been accepted, for the proposed Clear Lake Watershed Coordinator position.  He advised that the Council would need to act upon a Resolution approving a job description and establishing the former CLEAR Project Coordinator position as a new position for the City of Clear Lake and also act on a proposed Ordinance that would establish a new City Advisory Board that would provide indirect staff oversight of the position.  Ebeling introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-10

A RESOLUTION APPROVING JOB DESCRIPTION FOR THE
POSITION OF CLEAR LAKE WATERSHED COORDINATOR

Nelson moved that Ordinance #816, “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, 2003, TO ESTABLISH A NEW CHAPTER TO BE KNOWN AS CHAPTER 26, “CLEAR LAKE WATERSHED ADVISORY BOARD”, be adopted on the 1st reading, seconded by Ebeling.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the Main Avenue Brick Paver Sidewalk Reconstruction Project and gave an overview of the three pavement options.  He also gave an overview of the property owners meeting and reviewed the results from the questionnaire attendees were asked to complete regarding the project.  Hugi moved that Option “H” be selected as the pavement option for the project, seconded by Ebeling.  Council member Nelson stated that although he is not opposed to Option “H” he believes that the Council needs additional information on how the replacement and/or re-use of the engraved brick pavers will be handled.  Roll Call:  Ayes:  Hugi, Nays:  Ebeling, Nelson, Callanan, Boehnke.  

After general discussion by the Council, Boehnke moved that the decision regarding the Main Avenue Brick Paver Sidewalk Reconstruction Project be tabled until the May 2nd regular meeting to allow additional information to be presented regarding the replacement and/or re-use of the engraved brick pavers, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Police Chief Pete Roth, gave an update regarding the position vacancies for patrol officer and full-time dispatcher.

Mike Ritter, Building Official, gave an overview of the complaint regarding a dangerous building (garage) located at 821 6th Avenue S and stated that he has been working with the City Attorney and a notice to abate the nuisance has been mailed to the property owner by certified mail.  John Sorensen, City Attorney, stated that the notice allows the property owner 10 days to rectify the nuisance and if after the 10 day period the property owner has not taken care of the nuisance the City would then have the authority to abate with the nuisance.

Weigel, gave an update on the following:  Large Item Pick-up (4/11 – 4/14) totals; RFP for the FY 17 sewer (sanitary/storm) lining project; 12th Avenue S Bridge replacement project; and the Public Works laborer position vacancy.

Petersburg, gave an update regarding the N Shore Drive Reconstruction Project and the W 7th Avenue N Watermain Project closeouts and stated that he anticipates that both projects will be closed out by the end of May.

There being no further business before the Council, Ebeling moved to adjourn at 7:15 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
