Council Meeting 5/2/2016



REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, May 2, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Boehnke:

A. Minutes – April 18, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Special Class C Liquor License (BW) (Beer/Wine) & Class B Native Wine Permit with Outdoor Service, The Ladybug; Class B Wine Permit (WB) with Sunday Sales, Weathered Elements, (renewals).
· Excavator’s License:  Jennings Excavating, Clear Lake, (renewal); Mountain Movers Dirt Work, Rowan, (new).
· Cigarette Permits:  Kwik Star #223; Kum & Go #301; Kum & Go #302; (renewals).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.

Peter Lagios, 308 4th Avenue S, suggested to the Council that when the Fire Department is conducting rescue training on the lake that the public be notified in advance so that the public is aware that it is not a real incident and that an active rescue/recovery effort is not in process.

Bob Swanson, 408 S 3rd Street, asked the Council to consider the corner of 8th Street and Main Avenue as a location for any Veteran’s Memorial as he believes a design would best fit at this location.

Phyllis Willis, owner of the property located at 511 N 3rd Street, encouraged the Council to support the people that are against the proposed pork processing plant in Mason City.

James Burge, Kensett, stated he believes the area’s environment will be ruined if the proposed pork processing plant is built in Mason City and asked the Council to consider making a statement against the proposed plant being built.

Daryl Kotenbuetel, stated he is against the proposed pork processing plant being built in Mason City.

Tom Willett, stated he believes it will be a mistake for our region to allow the proposed pork processing plant to be built in Mason City.

Chris Peterson, 7645 – 180th Street, stated he is against the proposed pork processing facility and that Prestage Farms would not be good neighbors.

Bobby Wolfram, encouraged the Council to withdraw from the North Iowa Corridor if the proposed Prestage plant is built in Mason City.

Sara Willis, 512 N 3rd Street, urged the Council to make a statement against Prestage Farms being built in Mason City.

Janet Wann, Mason City, stated she is against the proposed pork processing plant and urged the Council to take a stand against the project.

Mary Kay Johnson, 710 N 10th Street, encouraged the Council to do everything possible to stop the Prestage facility from being built in Mason City.

Callanan moved that ORDINANCE #816 “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, 2003, TO ESTABLISH A NEW CHAPTER TO BE KNOWN AS CHAPTER 26, “CLEAR LAKE WATERSHED ADVISORY BOARD”, be approved on the second reading seconded by Ebeling.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved that the rules requiring an Ordinance be considered and voted on for passage at two council meeting prior to this meeting be suspended with respect to ORDINANCE #816 “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, 2003, TO ESTABLISH A NEW CHAPTER TO BE KNOWN AS CHAPTER 26, “CLEARLAKE WATERSHED ADVISORY BOARD.”, and that said Ordinance be approved on the final reading, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved that the Main Avenue Brick Paver Sidewalk Reconstruction Project pavement options be taken off the table for Council consideration, seconded by Callanan.  Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed pavement options and also reviewed the options for replacement of the engraved brick pavers as part of the project.  Hugi moved to direct the project engineer to move forward with Option “H” for the project, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed 2016 Sanitary & Storm Sewer Rehabilitation Project and stated that City staff had issued an RFP for the proposed project and that three local engineering firms submitted a proposal for the City’s consideration.  He stated that following a review of the proposals, it has been determined that all firms possess the necessary skills, staff, and qualifications necessary to assist the City with the project and that the least costly proposal was submitted by WHKS for a total fee of $21,600.  He stated that the scope of the project entails using the cured-in-place pipe (CIPP) lining technology to repair structural defects in the pipe segments identified by City staff through previous video detection analysis.  He advised that there are 24 potential segments of sanitary sewer main and 8 segments of storm sewer proposed for lining and 9 storm sewer and 33 sanitary sewer manholes proposed for rehabilitation.  Nelson moved to award the Professional Services Agreement to WHKS, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed 2016 Street Resurfacing Project and stated that at its March 21st meeting the Council awarded the professional services agreement for the Project to Veenstra & Kimm.  He advised the professional services agreement includes project design, 40 hours of construction administration services, and 100 hours of resident review services and is for $22,948.  He stated the project schedule calls for the Council to set the date for the bid letting and public hearing on the plans & specifications and award of contract for May 12th at 11:00 a.m. and May 16th at 6:30 p.m., respectively.  He noted it is anticipated that construction would begin no later than May 23rd and be completed by June 30th.  Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION FIXING THE DATE FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT, & ESTIMATE OF COST, AND SETTING THE DATE FOR A BID LETTING ON THE PROPOSED 2016 STREET RESURFACING PROJECT AND FOR TAKING OF BIDS THEREFOR

Police Chief Pete Roth gave an update regarding the dispatcher and patrol officer position vacancy.

Mayor Crabb introduced Jim Sholly as the new Clear Lake Watershed Coordinator.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following:  12th Ave S Bridge Reconstruction Project; W 7th Ave N Watermain Improvement Project; and the Spring Large Item Pick-up.

Weigel stated that interviews were conducted for a new public works employee and that an offer of employment was extended and accepted by Jesse Olson.  He advised Olson’s start date is May 16th.
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There being no further business before the Council, Ebeling moved to adjourn at 7:36 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
