Council Meeting 5/16/2016



REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, May 16, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Pro-Tem Mike Callanan presiding.  Council Members present:  Callanan, Boehnke, Nelson, Hugi.  Absent:  Ebeling.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Boehnke:

A. Minutes – May 2, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class C Beer Permit, Class B Native Wine Permit with Sunday Sales, Casey’s #1896; (renewal).
· Cigarette Permits:  Quick Shop; Dollar General Store #4616; Lake Liquor s Wine & Spirits; (renewals).
· Tree Trimmer’s License:  Hernandez Tree Removal; (new).
· Street Closing Requests:  Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, Thursday’s On Main, June 9th – August 25th; Twin City F-100 Club Truck Show, June 10th & 11th.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.

Judy Siems, addressed the Council regarding an animal sactuary that she would like to bring to Clear Lake called the Glady Mae Animal Sanctuary.  She stated that her intention is to purchase a home on Buddy Holly Place near the City limits.

Tony Chipka, Board of Directors, The Glady Mae Animal Sanctuary, stated that the animal sanctuary proposal Siems presented to the Council would be a good asset to the community.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kathy Krieger, Mason City, addressed the Council regarding the Prestage Farms processing plant proposal in Mason City and asked the Council to take a position regarding the facility as she feels it will have a negative impact on our tourism.

Denise Kuhn, Charles City, stated that she believes the Glady Mae Animal Sanctuary will be a benefit to the community.

Mary Kay Johnson, 710 N 10th Street, stated she is against the proposed pork processing plant in Mason City.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed 2016 Street Resurfacing Project and stated that at its May 2nd meeting, the Council set the date for the project bid letting and public hearing on the plans & specifications and award of contract for May 12th at 11:00 a.m. and May 16th at 6:30 p.m., respectively.  He stated that the scope of the project (base bid) entails the milling and resurfacing of approximately nine (9) segments, 23 blocks, of City streets (including one alley) with a 2” hot-mix asphalt overlay.  He advised that two additional street segments, five (5) blocks, were bid as add alternates.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, stated that one bid was submitted by Heartland Asphalt, Mason City, in the amount of $400,393.12 (base bid), which is 2.2% above the engineer’s estimate of the probable cost of construction of $391,903.35.  Flory advised that due to budget constraints, it is not recommended to proceed with consideration of the project alternates.  Petersburg noted that it is anticipated that construction would begin no later than May 23rd and be completed by June 30th.  

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the 2016 Street Resurfacing Project as previously established by the Council.  Hearing no public comment, Boehnke moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT, AND ESTIMATE OF COST FOR THE 2016 STREET RESURFACING PROJECT

Boehnke introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION MAKING AWARD OF CONTRACT FOR
THE 2016 STREET RESURFACING PROJECT

Police Chief Pete Roth gave an update on the dispatcher and patrol officer position vacancies.  He also updated the Council regarding the Police Captain position.

Roth stated that he along with Mayor Crabb and City Administrator Flory recently visited with a leadership class at the high school regarding longboarding interest by Clear Lake students.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the 12th Avenue S. Bridge Reconstruction Project.

Flory stated that City staff has received a request for the vacation and disposal of an alley located in the 400 block of S 9th Street and that he will be meeting with the adjacent property owners this week.  He stated he anticipates the request will be on the agenda for Council consideration at its June 6th meeting.

There being no further business before the Council, Boehnke moved to adjourn at 7:22 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
