Council Meeting 6/20/2016

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 20, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  Council Members present:  Ebeling, Hugi, Nelson, Boehnke.  Absent:  Callanan.

Boehnke moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Boehnke:

A. Minutes – June 6, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Amusement License:  Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, 4th of July Carnival.
· Fireworks Permit:  Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, 4th of July Celebration.
· Sign Erector’s License:  Atwood Electric, Sigourney, (renewal).
· Street Closing Requests:  Antique Boat Show, July 16th; Clear Lake Noon Lions Chicken BBQ, July 17th; Clear Lake Art Sail, July 22nd & 23rd.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.

Tim Coffey, Executive Director, Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, presented Brad and Angie Barber, owners of Cabin Coffee, with the “Cornerstone Business on Main Street” award.  He stated the award is sponsored by the U.S. Chamber Small Business Council.

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the 2016 Street Resurfacing Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $48,215.73 to Heartland Asphalt of Mason City.  He also reviewed Change Order #1 in the amount of $2,833.27 and stated this is an increase to the contract price to include the resurfacing of a segment of N 13th Street.  Hugi moved to approve Pay Estimate #1 and Change Order #1, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the 12th Avenue S Bridge Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #2 in the amount of $182,406.84 to Peterson Contractors, Inc. of Reinbeck.  He also reviewed Change Order #2 and stated the change order results in a deduct to the contract price in the amount of $3,450.00.  Ebeling moved to approve Pay Estimate #2 and Change Order #2, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed Employee wage and salary Resolution for the non-union employees and stated that the Resolution provides for a 1.75% increase effective July 1, 2016 and a 1.5% increase effective January 1, 2017.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION SETTING THE SALARIES FOR APPOINTED OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE FOR THE 2016-2017 BUDGET YEAR

Flory reviewed the North Shore Drive Street Reconstruction Improvement Project and stated that on May 31st, the project engineer filed the “Certificate of Completion” with the City Clerk indicating that all work has been completed in compliance with the project plans and specifications previously approved by the Council.  He stated that at its regular meeting on June 6th, the Council passed a Resolution “Accepting the Work” for the project and directed the project engineer to prepare the Final Plat & Schedule of Assessments.  He advised that the project engineer filed the Final Plat & Schedule of Assessments with the City Clerk on June 15th and the Council may now act on a Resolution to “adopt the Final Plat & Schedule of Assessments” and instruct the City Clerk to file the same with the County Treasurer.  Boehnke introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING & LEVYING FINAL SCHEDULE OF ASSESSMENTS AND PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF BY CITY COUNCIL

Flory reviewed the proposed vacation and disposal of an alley located in the 400 block of S 9th Street and stated that at its previous meeting the Council set the date for the public hearing on the proposal to vacate and dispose of the alley to the adjacent property owners for a purchase price of $0.50/square foot.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposal to vacate and dispose of an alley located in the 400 block of S 9th Street.  Hearing no public comment, Nelson moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved that Ordinance #817 “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE VACATION OF CERTAIN CITY ALLEY RIGHT-OF-WAY AND DISPOSAL OF THE CITY’S INTEREST THEREIN TO ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS IN BLOCK 1 ANDERSEN & CHRISTENSEN ADDITION, CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA”, be adopted on the 1st reading, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved that the rules requiring an Ordinance be considered and voted on for passage at two council meetings prior to this meeting be suspended with respect to Ordinance #817 “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE VACATION OF CERTAIN CITY ALLEY RIGHT-OF-WAY AND DISPOSAL OF THE CITY’S INTEREST THEREIN TO ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS IN BLOCK 1 ANDERSEN & CHRISTENSEN ADDITION, CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA”, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved and Boehnke seconded that Ordinance #817 “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE VACATION OF CERTAIN CITY ALLEY RIGHT-OF-WAY AND DISPOSAL OF THE CITY’S INTEREST THEREIN TO ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS IN BLOCK 1 ANDERSEN & CHRISTENSEN ADDITION, CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA”, be adopted on the final reading.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved that the appointment of Mark Ebeling to the Clear Lake Watershed Advisory Board as City Council representative for the term ending December 31, 2018 be approved, seconded by Nelson.  Ayes:  Hugi, Nelson, Boehnke.  Abstain:  Ebeling due to conflict of interest.

Ebeling moved that the appointment of Andy Meyer, 55 Four Winds Drive, to the Planning & Zoning Commission for the term ending December 31, 2020 be approved, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved that the appointment of Tim Raber, 1422 N 23rd Street, to the Park & Recreation Advisory Board for the term ending June 30, 2019 be approved, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved that the appointment of Tom Arndorfer, 12 East Gate Court, to the Library Board of Trustees for the term ending July 1, 2022 be approved, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Weigel reminded the Council of the bid letting for the 2016 Sanitary & Storm Sewer Rehabilitation Project on June 29th at 11:00 a.m.

There being no further business before the Council, Hugi moved to adjourn at 7:10 p.m., seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
