Council Meeting 8/22/2016

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in special session on Monday, August 22, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  Council Members present:  Ebeling, Callanan, Hugi, Nelson.  Absent:  Boehnke

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the minutes of the August 15, 2016 City Council Meeting, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Callanan moved that ORDINANCE #818 “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE AMENDING SECTION 25.02 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 2003, BY REDUCING THE NUMBER OF MEMBERS ON THE PARKS & RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD FROM SEVEN TO FIVE”, be adopted on the 2nd reading, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, asked the Council to set the dates for the Fall Large Item Pickup for October 10th-13th.  He noted that the appliance pickup would be on October 13th.  Callanan moved to set the dates for the Fall Large Item Pickup for October 10th-13th, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed Veterans Memorial Golf Course Stormwater Quality & Parking Lot Improvement Project and stated that in July, the City approved an engineering services agreement with SEH Yaggy for the project.  He stated that the project entails the reconstruction of the golf course parking lot and that the City will be receiving matching grant funds to make stormwater quality improvements.  Mike Danburg, P.E., SEH Yaggy, reviewed the proposed project schedule and stated that the schedule calls for the Council to set a bid letting for September 14th, at 11:00 a.m., and a hearing on the Project plans & specifications, as well as consideration of an award of contract and contract approval for September 19th.  Flory stated the estimate of the probable cost of construction is $157,160.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Ebeling.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-32

A RESOLUTION TO SET THE DATE FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT & ESTIMATE OF COST, AND SETTING THE DATE FOR A BID LETTING ON THE PROPOSED VETERANS MEMORIAL GOLF COURSE – PARKING IMPROVEMENT PROJECT AND FOR TAKING OF BIDS THEREFOR

Flory reviewed the proposed Main Avenue Brick Paver Sidewalk Replacement Project and stated that at its regular meeting on August 1st, the Council initiated the special assessment process and set August 22nd as the date for a public hearing on the ‘proposed’ “Resolution of Necessity”  He stated that notices to affected property owners were mailed by the City Clerk on August 5th and additionally, notice was published in the Clear Lake Mirror Reporter for two consecutive weeks as required by law.  He advised that the Council will conduct the required hearing on the proposed “Resolution of Necessity”.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the proposed Plans & Specifications and Preliminary Plat & Schedule of Assessments with the affected property owners in attendance.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing as previously established by the Council.

Mark Christopher, 407 Main Avenue, stated that he is against the project due to the fact that brick pavers will be installed as part of the project.

Rick Young, 403 Main Avenue, stated that he doesn’t object to the project as a whole but objects to the use of brick pavers.

Kavin Swenson, 412 Main Avenue, stated he is opposed to the use of brick pavers for the project.

Julie Vorland, 1302 6th Avenue S, stated that she believes the rounded corners on the brick pavers are a hazard and is opposed to the use of them for this project.

Pete Roth, Chief of Police, introduced Mike Colby as the new Captain for the City of Clear Lake Police Department.  Mayor Crabb then administered the Oath of Office to Captain Colby.

There being no further business before the Council, Ebeling moved to adjourn at 7:38 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
