Council Meeting 9/6/2016

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, September 6, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – August 22, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class B wine Permit (WB) with Sunday Sales, J Avenue; Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Sunday Sales, VFW Post 4868, (renewals).
· Street Closing Request:  Clear Lake Chamber of Commerce, Harvest Festival, Saturday, October 1st; Clear Lake Fire Department 9-11 Memorial Services, Sunday, September 11th.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Nelson moved that ORDINANCE #818 “AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE AMENDING SECTION 25.02 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 2003, BY REDUCING THE NUMBER OF MEMBERS ON THE PARKS & RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD FROM SEVEN TO FIVE”, be adopted on the final reading, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed Iowa Great Places Surf District Projects and introduced Pat Dunn, RDG Planning & Design, to review with the Council three major projects proposed for the Surf District.  He advised that partial funding for these projects will be from the Iowa Great Places grant that the City received.  Dunn reviewed the proposed projects and stated that the projects that include: a sound system for Three Stars Plaza; way-finding signs; and landscaping improvements around the Surf Ballroom & Museum.

Chase Holien, P.E., WHKS & Co., gave an update on the 2016 Sanitary & Storm Sewer Rehabilitation Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $39,576.67 to Visu-Sewer of Pewaukee, Wisconsin.  Callanan moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the East Main Avenue Street Reconstruction Project (2003) and stated that one of the property owners who had previously received an “Agricultural Deferment” for a certain parcel of property that was affected by the project has requested the removal of a portion of the deferment.  He advised that the Council previously adopted a Resolution amending the Final Plat & Schedule of Assessments ad subsequently must also adopt a Resolution regarding parcel reallocation for the deferment.  Boehnke introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Ebeling.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING PLAT REALLOCATION – CLEAR LAKE, IOWA,
EAST MAIN AVENUE RECONSTRUCTION 2003

Flory reviewed the proposed changes to the Office Clerk position description and position announcement and stated that the Public Works Secretary has announced her retirement from the City effective September 1st.  He advised that this was a part-time position and it is proposed to combine that position with the vacant City Hall Office Clerk position and make it a combined, shared, full-time position.  He stated it is anticipated that the hours would be divided 60/40 between City Hall and Public Works.  Boehnke moved to approve the revised Office Clerk position description, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Flory reviewed the proposed Request for Proposal for the Fire Department SCBA Replacement and stated that one of the major capital equipment purchases the Council allocated funding for in the FY 17 municipal budget was for the replacement of the Fire Department’s self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) equipment.  Doug Meyers, Fire Chief, stated that the SCBA’s are the air packs that fire fighters wear in to fires and are an integral part of firefighter safety gear and its use is mandatory anytime a fire fighter is subject to a dangerous life or health environment.  Meyers stated that the department is requesting approval to issue an RFP which would primarily be for the purchase of 24 air packs; 24 additional cylinders; 35 facemasks; 35 air purifier attachments; and 1 qualitative fit testing kit.  Flory stated the RFP deadline is September 30th and the City would receive the equipment after January 1, 2017.  Flory advised the Council appropriated $142,000 for the purchase.  Hugi moved to approve and authorize the issuance of the RFP for the Fire Department SCBA Replacement, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Mayor Crabb reminded the Council that he and City Administrator Flory along with Jennifer Larsen, City Clerk, would be attending the Iowa League of Cities Annual Conference & Exhibit in Des Moines September 14th through 16th.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the Veterans Memorial Golf Course club house sanitary sewer service line inspection.

Flory advised that he has recently received some inquiries from several residents regarding the City regulations pertaining to Vacation Rentals by Owner properties.  He stated that after visiting with these citizens and researching what other communities have in place he is of the opinion that the City needs to put together a “work group” to develop a proposed set of rules and regulations for Vacation Rental by Owner properties.

Flory advised that Jim Sholly, CLEAR Project Coordinator, has been working with a condominium association along the 16th Avenue S public approach to complete a shore stabilization project.  He stated that the City also owns a portion of property along this area and Sholly anticipates he will be able to procure additional grant funds to offset 50% of the cost to the City.  He stated the estimated total project cost is $2,250.

There being no further business before the Council, Hugi moved to adjourn at 7:40 p.m., seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.
