Council Meeting 9/8/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, September 8, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – August 17, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class B Wine Permit (WB) with Sunday Sales, j avenue; Class E Liquor License, Class B Wine Permit, Class C Beer Permit with Sunday Sales, Quick Shop; (renewals), Class B Wine Permit, Class C Beer Permit with Sunday Sales, Kwik Star #223; Special Class C Liquor License, Class B Wine Permit with Outdoor Service, Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce Harvest Festival, (new).
· Cigarette Permit:  Kwik Star #223, (new).
· Street Closing Requests:  Opportunity Village Annual Benefit Walk, September 13th, Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce Harvest Festival, October 3rd.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.

Peter Lagios, 308 4th Avenue S, addressed the Council regarding implementing a noise ordinance and asked that the Council consider placing signage throughout the community asking motorcyclists to “Please Ride Quietly” similar to the “Share the Road” signs currently posted throughout the community.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mike Nelson, Commander, Clear Lake VFW Post 4868, reviewed a request from the VFW asking that they be able to utilize the City owned property that was formerly the site of the downtown water tower for the purpose of constructing a Veteran’s Memorial and stated that at its August meeting the VFW membership voted in favor of placing the Memorial at the former water tower site.  Nelson further requested that RDG & Associates be retained to help with the design concept for the Memorial that will be satisfactory to the City and the VFW members.  After general discussion by the Council, Hugi moved that the former water tower site not be considered as the memorial site during the development of the concept plan, seconded by Nelson.  Motion failed.  Callanan moved to approve the development of a concept plan for the memorial at the former water tower location with final approval of the site and plans being made by the Council at a future meeting, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Ayes:  Nelson, Brant, Callanan, Boehnke.  Nays:  Hugi.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed Buddy Holly Place Storm Sewer Extension Project and stated that one of the capital projects the City budgeted for in FY 16 was the extension of the municipal storm sewer collection system from the intersection of 14th Avenue N & Buddy Holly Place south approximately 450 LF past the proposed future W 12th Avenue N Street extension from Buddy Holly Place that will be part of the future Sunset Ridge Subdivision.  He further stated the project includes 24” diameter piping material, storm sewer intakes & manholes, minor ditch grading, pavement restoration, and seeding.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., reviewed the proposed project plans and project schedule and stated that the schedule calls for the Council to set the date for receiving competitive quotes as September 30th at 11:00 a.m.  He further stated that the Council would then consider the bids at its regular meeting on October 5th and make award of contract as well as authorize approval of the contract & bonds and it is anticipated that construction would begin on or after October 12th and be completed by November 18th.  Nelson moved to authorize the solicitation of sealed competitive quote proposals for the 2015 Buddy Holly Place Storm Sewer Extension Project and setting September 30th at 11:00 a.m. as the date and time for the opening of said quotes, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Callanan moved that Resolution No. 15-43, “A Resolution Making an Award of Contract” for the 12th Avenue S. Bridge/Culvert Replacement & Street Improvement Project be taken off the table and considered for Council action, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.  Mike Danburg, P.E., SEH Yaggy, gave an update on the project schedule and reviewed Change Order #1 in the amount of $42,000 (deduct) to delete the PCC patch and full depth finish on the east end of the project.  Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Brant.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION MAKING AN AWARD OF CONTRACT

Nelson moved to approve Change Order #1, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.  Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-44

A RESOLUTION APPROVING CONTRACT & BONDS

Flory reviewed the proposed Street ROW Tree Planting Plan as part of the N Shore Drive Street Re-construction project and stated that as a result of Alliant Energy upgrading their overhead electric in the N Shore Drive area it was necessary to remove some trees in the area.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, stated that in conjunction with the N Shore Drive Street Reconstruction Project a tree planting plan was developed.  He further stated that the plan calls for 17 trees to be planted and that the trees will have a warranty of two growing seasons.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following projects:  Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump(s) Replacement Project and the W. 7th Avenue N. Watermain Improvement Project.

Weigel reviewed the proposed S. 3rd Street Parking Lot Porous Pavers Replacement Project and stated that the porous pavers could be removed and replaced or that pervious concrete could be used.  After general discussion by the Council, it was the consensus of the Council to use pervious concrete versus the porous pavers.

Flory stated that he has received a couple of requests from residents who live on the edge of City limits with large (1 acre or more) residential lots who would like permission to open burn yard waste and stated that an amendment to the ordinance would need to be made to provide an exemption to those residents with larger lots.  He advised that an amendment to the Ordinance would take three readings to be adopted.  Mayor Crabb stated that the current Ordinance allows for an exemption for the burning of materials that must be approved by the Fire Chief but doesn’t specify an exemption for yard waste. 

Flory stated that he received a sealed bid for the remaining lot on S 3rd Street and that it is anticipated that another sealed bid will be received prior to the next regular City Council meeting on September 21st and that any bid received will be opened at that meeting.

There being no further business before the Council, Boehnke moved to adjourn at 7:46 p.m., seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.
