Council Meeting 10/3/2016

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 3, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – September 19, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits:

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Hugi moved that Ordinance #819, “AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING GRADES FOR THE MAIN AVENUE SIDEWALK REPLACEMENT PROJECT”, be adopted on the 2nd reading, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the Veterans Memorial Golf Couse Stormwater Quality & Parking Lot Improvement Project and stated that at its regular meeting on September 19th the Council approved a construction contract with Charlson Excavating of Clear Lake in the amount of $175,728.50.  He advised that the City has now received the partially-executed contract and bonds and certificate of liability insurance from the contractor and that all documents have been reviewed by City staff and the project engineer and have been determined to be in compliance with the project’s contract document specifications.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Flory reviewed the Annual Appropriation Resolutions for Wess Inc., Titan Pro SCI, and McKesson.  Flory explained that the City previously entered into Development Agreements with each business which provides for certain property tax rebate incentives.  He advised that in accordance with those Agreements the Council must annually allocate funds in the upcoming fiscal year budget for property tax repayment. A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE REIMBURSEMENT OF FUNDS EXPENDED FROM THE WATER REVENUE AND GENERAL FUND FROM THE PROCEEDS OF THE TAX INCREMENT FUND FOR THE PURPOSES OF CAPITAL PROJECTS INCIDENT AND RELATED TO THIS RESOLUTION (WATER TREATMENT PLANT CHEMICAL STORAGE EVALUATION AND IMPROVEMENT PROJECT)

Flory reviewed the Fire Department SCBA Replacement Project and stated that two quote proposals were received and opened by the Fire Department on September 30th and that the lowest proposal was from Feld Fire Equipment in the amount of $149,805.00.  Mike Keefe, Assistant Chief, stated that the department recommendation is to accept the bid from Feld Fire Equipment of Carroll, Iowa in the amount of $149,805.00 for 24 Scott brand SCBA with 24 additional 30 year life cycle cylinder, 11 additional face masks, fit testing equipment, and air purifier attachments, and RIT pack.  Hugi moved to approve bid and award contract to Feld Fire Equipment, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Pete Roth, Police Chief, recommended the Council set October 31st from 5:30 to 7:30 p.m. as the designated hours for trick or treating.  Nelson moved to set the trick or treating hours as recommended by Chief Roth, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the 4th Avenue S Car Wash project and the sewer upgrade at the Veterans Memorial Golf Club.

Flory gave an update on the E Main Avenue Street Reconstruction Project and stated that this item would be on the agenda for Council action at the October 17th regular meeting.

There being no further business before the Council, Callanan moved to adjourn at 7:14 p.m., seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
