Council Meeting 10/5/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 19, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Pro-Tem Mike Callanan presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Brant moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Hugi:

A. Minutes – October 5, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Special Class C Liquor License, Class B Wine Permit with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, The Supper Club Clear Lake, (renewal).
· Excavator’s License:  Chad Heim Excavating, Waverly; Rognes Brothers Excavating, Lake Mills, (new).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Flory reviewed the proposed 2015 Buddy Holly Place Storm Sewer Project and stated that at its regular meeting on October 5, 2015, the Council awarded the construction contract for the Project to McKiness Excavating of Mason City in the amount of $49,987.50.  He advised that the City has now received the partially-executed contract & bonds (performance, payment, & maintenance) and “Certificate of Liability Insurance” from the Contractor and that all documents have been reviewed by City staff and the Project consulting engineer and have been determined to be in compliance with the project’s contract document specifications.  He noted that it is anticipated that construction would begin in mid-October and be completed by November 18th.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING CONTRACT & BONDS

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump Replacement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #5 in the amount of $68,685.00 to Dean Snyder Construction.  Boehnke moved to approve Pay Estimate #5, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a proposed Resolution authorizing the reimbursement of funds expended from the General fund from the proceeds of the Tax Increment Fund for the S. 3rd Street Parking Lot Porous Paving Enhancement Project.  He indicated the auditors have suggested this be done by Council Resolution.  Brant introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-50

A RESOLUITON AUTHORIZING THE REIMBURSEMENT OF FUNDS EXPENDED FROM THE GENERAL FUND FROM THE PROCEEDS OF THE TAX INCREMENT FUND FOR PURPOSES OF CAPITAL PROJECTS INCIDENT AND RELATED TO THIS RESOLUTION BY THE CITY COUNCIL

Petersburg gave an update on the W 7th Avenue N Watermain Improvement project and reviewed Pay Estimate #2 in the amount of $117,642.62 to Charlson Excavating.  Boehnke moved to approve Pay Estimate #2, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a proposal to sell City-owned land known as 1123 (including S ½ of 1119) S 3rd Street and stated that the City accepted and opened proposal offers for the sale of the property and that two proposal offers were received.  He advised the highest offer was submitted by Jim & Judy Hilgendorf, 2508 N Shore Drive, in the amount of $40,100 and that they propose to construct a twin home on the site.  He advised that the Council must set the date for a public hearing on the proposal to dispose of its interest by sale in the real estate and that the date of the public hearing would be at the next regular meeting on November 2nd.  Boehnke introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan reminded the Council of the Grand Opening and Ribbon Cutting at Kwik Star.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the 12th Avenue S Bridge Replacement Project and the N. Shore Drive Street Tree Planting Project.

Weigel also reviewed the Fall Large Item Pick-up quantities/totals.

Flory stated that representatives from the Association for the Preservation of Clear Lake will be at the regular meeting on November 2nd to give a presentation regarding the CLEAR Project.

Flory stated that he has received requests from current employees to re-offer an Employee Early Retirement Program and stated that if the Council was agreeable he would bring forward for Council consideration at the meeting on November 2nd.  It was the consensus of the Council that Flory put the item on the agenda for the November 2nd meeting.

There being no further business before the Council, Hugi moved to adjourn at 7:00 p.m., seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
