Council Meeting 11/16/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, November 16, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Boehnke moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Brant moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – November 2, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class E Liquor License, Class B wine Permit, Class C Beer Permit (Carryout Beer) with Sunday Sales, Lake Liquors Wine & Spirits, (renewal).
· Sign Erector’s License:  Giddings Signs, Hampton, (new).
· Tree Trimmer’s License:  Brad Hoheisel Tree Service, Little Falls, Minnesota; Affordable Arbor Tree Service, Clear Lake, (renewals).
· Fireworks Permit:  Clear Lake Area chamber of Commerce, Christmas by the lake, December 5th.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the FY 2015 financial report that is required to be submitted to the State Auditor and the Iowa Department of Management by December 1st.  He stated that the total actual audited revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2015 were $13,264,137 and $11,841,735.  Hugi moved to approve the FY 2015 Annual Financial Report, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Mike Danburg, P.E., SEH Yaggy, gave an update on the 12th Avenue S. Bridge Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $171,572.24 to Peterson Contractors, Inc. of Reinbeck.  Brant moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the FY 2015 Annual Urban Renewal Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Report and stated that the State of Iowa requires cities to report their TIF activity through the Urban Renewal Reporting System by December 1st.  He noted the report encompasses activities within the City’s various TIF Districts and that the total cumulative outstanding TIF debt for the year ending June 30, 2015 was $13,017,417.  Boehnke moved to approve the FY 2015 Annual Urban Renewal Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Report, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Flory reviewed the proposed professional services agreement with RDG & Associates for concept design services for the Clear Lake Veterans Memorial on the former Main Avenue water tower site.  He advised that at its regular meeting on September 8th the Council, on a 4-1 vote, voted to approve the development of a concept plan for the memorial at the former water tower location with final approval of the site and plans being made by the Council at a future meeting.  Mike Nelson, VFW Commander, stated that the VFW is requesting that the City hire RDG to put together a design concept for the memorial at the former water tower site and that they would propose that the City initially fund the costs and that the VFW would reimburse the City through fundraising efforts.  Nelson noted that the VFW would be willing to enter into an agreement with the City for the reimbursement of City funds used to hire RDG.  Callanan moved to approve the Professional Services Agreement with RDG, as the consultant selected by the Clear Lake VFW, for Phase 1 concept design services, subject to approval of a future “pre-development Loan Agreement” by the City and the CL VFW, with the purpose of the loan agreement to provide the immediate initial necessary funding for Phase 1 services in order to begin concept design work and to memorialize the terms and conditions of said loan, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed Eagle Avenue Properties 1st Subdivision utility easement vacation request and stated that the Council previously set the date for the public hearing on the request from the owners of the Eagle Avenue Properties 1st Subdivision to vacate a portion of a public utility easement and surface water flowage easement.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposal to vacate public utility easements as previously established by the Council.  Hearing no public comment, Nelson moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.
Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING PETITION TO VACATE PORTION OF UTILITY EASEMENTS AND SURFACE WATER FLOWAGE EASEMENTS IN THE PLAT OF EAGLE AVENUE PROPERTIES FIRST SUBDIVISION, CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, PURSUANT TO 354.22 (1) OF THE IOWA CODE

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following:  W. 7th Avenue N Watermain Improvement Project, Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump(s) Replacement Project; N Shore Drive Street Tree Planting, and the 2015 Buddy Holly Place Storm Sewer Extension Project.

There being no further business before the Council, Hugi moved to adjourn at 7:13 p.m., seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.
