Council Meeting 11/21/2016

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, November 21, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Ebeling moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – November7, 2016.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits:
· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) Best Western Holiday Motor Lodge for Festival of Trees event at Opportunity Village, (new).
· Excavator’s License:  American Backhoe, Crescent, IA, (new); Country Landscapes, Clear Lake (renewal).
· Street Closing Request:  Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, Christmas by the Lake, December 3 & 4.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the FY 2016 financial report that is required to be submitted to the State Auditor and the Iowa Department of Management by December 1st.  He stated that the total actual audited revenues and expenditures for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2016 were $14,392,577 and $11,362,074.  Hugi moved to approve the FY 2016 Annual Financial Report, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed North Iowa Cultural Center & Museum Property Tax Rebate Agreement and stated that the Council has previously authorized property tax rebate agreements with the initial agreement being a 3-year agreement expiring in December of 2011.  He stated the Agreement was extended for a 2nd time for a 5-year term ending on December 1, 2016.  He advised that at its previous meeting the Council set the date for the public hearing on the proposed agreement for November 21st at 6:30 p.m.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed property tax rebate agreement as previously established by the Council.  

Jeff Nicholas, President, NICC&M, thanked the Council for their previous support of the organization and urged them to continue their support by approving the extension of the property tax rebate agreement.

Hearing no further comment, Nelson moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Boehnke introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Ebeling.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-56

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT WITH THE NORTH IOWA CULTURAL CENTER & MUSEUM, AUTHORIZING ANNUAL APPROPRIATION TAX-INCREMENT PAYMENTS AND PLEDGING CERTAIN TAX-INCREMENT REVENUES TO THE PAYMENT OF THE AGREEMENT

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-57

A RESOLUTION OBLIGATING FUNDS FROM THE CLEAR LAKE CONSOLIDATED URBAN RENEWAL TAX FUND FOR APPROPRIATION TO THE PAYMENT OF ANNUAL APPROPRIATION TAX INCREMENT FINANCED OBLIGATIONS WHICH SHALL BECOME DUE IN THE NEXT SUCCEEDING FISCAL YEAR



Flory reviewed the FY 2016 Annual Urban Renewal Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Report and stated that the State of Iowa requires cities to report their TIF activity through the Urban Renewal Reporting System by December 1st.  He noted the report encompasses activities within the City’s various TIF Districts and that the total cumulative outstanding TIF debt for the year ending June 30, 2016 was $11,258,138.  Nelson moved to approve the FY 2016 Annual Urban Renewal Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Report, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously

Flory reviewed a proposal to purchase an aerial lift (bucket) truck for the public works department and stated that the Council allocated funds in the FY 17 municipal budget for the replacement of the public works department’s 1997 Dodge 3500 (2-wheel drive) aerial (bucket) lift truck.  He advised that although the vehicle has served the City well, it currently has 53,000 miles on it and it is now 20 years old and it is limited compared to newer equipment in terms of size and versatility.  Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, stated that bid proposals were solicited from vendors and opened at the Public Works office on Monday, November 14th and that two responses were submitted for consideration.  Weigel advised it is the department’s recommendation to purchase the 2016 ABM VST-47-I demo unit, which has 12,000 miles, for the bid price of $129,750.  Weigel stated that the City will also receive a minimum trade value of $4,500 for its existing bucket truck, however the City has had some interested parties wanting to purchase it privately.  He stated that consequently, the net purchase price to the City will not exceed $125,250.  Hugi moved to authorize the purchase of the 2016 ABM VST-47-I demo unit from ABM Equipment & Supply, seconded by Ebeling.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a request from Ruter Racing (2910 4th Ave S) and Byrne & Co. (1111 10th Ave N) for a Chapter 427B (Code of Iowa) partial property tax exemption for two proposed new building projects and stated that the Council previously set November 21st as the date for the Public Hearing on the proposed request.  He advised that after the public hearing the Council cannot act sooner than 30 days in taking action to adopt an Ordinance approving the exemption.  He stated that if an Ordinance is approved it would then be forwarded to the County Assessor for their final determination on whether the projects would qualify for a property tax exemption.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed property tax exemption request from Ruter Racing and Byrne & Co.  Hearing no public comment, Boehnke moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed East Main Avenue Street Reconstruction and Bike Lane Extension Project and stated that one of the major capital improvement projects the City Council budgeted for in FY 17 is the reconstruction of East Main Avenue, between S 20th Street and S 24th Street.  He stated the project will be partially-funded by special assessments against the benefited properties and that the engineer’s opinion of probable cost of construction is $859,873.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an overview of the project plans and preliminary assessment schedule.  He stated that the target date for the project bid letting, which because of the federal funding, will be administered by the Iowa DOT in Ames is anticipated for January 18, 2017 with construction set to commence in May, 2017.  Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION OF NECESSITY (PROPOSED) BY CITY COUNCIL

Jim Sholly, Watershed Coordinator, gave an update on the Veterans Memorial Golf Course Storm Water & Parking Lot Improvement Project.

Flory advised that the 2016 Audit Report will be presented at the next regular Council meeting on December 5, 2016.

Flory gave an update on the Surf District & City Wayfinding Signs Project and stated that the last edits have been submitted to RDG and it is anticipated that the project will be bid in the near future.

Flory stated that he has been working with Veenstra & Kimm to conduct a Municipal Water Distribution System Feasibility & Analysis to serve the properties located just past Clear Lake State Park on S Shore Drive.  He advised the cost of the study is $19,600 and that the study would provide potential costs for a future project.  It was the consensus of the Council to authorize Flory to move forward with the study.
