Council Meeting 12/5/2016

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 5, 2016, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Mayor Crabb asked that the agenda be amended to add the following:

· Tree Trimmer’s License:  Brad Hoheisel Tree Service, Little Falls, MN, (renewal).

Nelson moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Boehnke:

B. Minutes – November 21, 2016.
C. Approval of the bills & claims.
D. Licenses & Permits:
· Liquor License:  Class B Wine Permit, Class C Beer Permit, Class E Liquor License with Sunday Sales, Lake Liquors Wine & Spirits, (renewal).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, stated that the annual audit report has been completed for the City of Clear Lake for the fiscal year ending on June 30, 2016 and that State law requires that a certified public accounting firm make an annual audit of the financial statements of all the departments of the City.  He further advised that following acceptance of the audit report by the council, a copy will be filed with the State Auditor’s office.

Ms. Sarah Bohnsack, Bohnsack & Frommelt LLP, gave an overview of the City of Clear Lake Fiscal Year 2016 Audit Report and reviewed the findings, conclusions, and recommendations.  She also gave an overview of the total revenues and expenditures for Fiscal Year 2016.  Boehnke moved to accept the 2016 Municipal Audit Report, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed 14th Avenue N Street Reconstruction Project and stated at its November 7th meeting, the council initiated the special assessment process and set December 5th as the date for a public hearing on the proposed “Resolution of Necessity”.  He advised that notices to the affected property owners were mailed on or before November 18th and that additionally, notice of hearing was published in the Clear Lake Mirror Reporter, as required by law, for two consecutive weeks on November 23rd and 30th.

Andy Smith, P.E., and Chase Holien, P.E., WHKS, gave an overview of the proposed project plans and preliminary plat and schedule of assessments and stated that the total estimated cost of the Project is $337,519.50 and the total cost of the project estimated to be assessed against the benefited properties is $91,939.38.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed “Resolution of Necessity”, as previously established by the Council.

Laura Allen, 1309 7th Place N, stated that she is against the project and feels that the assessment is too high.  She further stated that she feels that there are other streets in the community that should be a higher priority to be reconstructed.  She also asked the Council to consider other funding sources instead of the special assessments to the affected property owners.

Jason Gilbert, 1403 N 8th Street, stated that he believes the work on the street needs to be done however he is against the project due to the large assessment to his property.

Stan Meyer, owner of Parkview Apartments, stated that he is in favor of the project.

Louise Pinkele, 1308 7th Place N, stated she is against the project because of the financial burden of the special assessments.
Linda Olson, 1304 7th Place N, stated that she is against the project.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kit Alcorn, 313 Birch Avenue, stated he favors the improvements but is against the project due to the high special assessments to the property owners.

Hearing no further comment, Nelson moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

After general discussion by the Council, Ebeling introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION DIRECTING PREPARATION OF DETAILED PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT, AND NOTICE TO BIDDERS ON THE 14TH AVENUE N STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-64

A RESOLUTION ORDERING BIDS, APPROVING PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT, AND NOTICE TO BIDDERS, FIXING THE AMOUNT OF BID SECURITY, AND ORDERING CLERK TO POST TO BIDDERS AND FIXING DATE FOR RECEIVING SAME, AND FOR PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT, AND ESTIMATE OF COSTS

Nelson moved that ORDINANCE #820 “AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING GRADES FOR THE 14TH AVENUE N STREET RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT BY THE CITY COUNCIL” be adopted on the 1st reading, seconded by Ebeling.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed Main Avenue Sidewalk Replacement Project and stated that back in August, the City had previously set the date for the project bid letting and public hearing on the plans & specifications for September 14th & 19th, respectively.  He advised that only one bid was received for the project which was substantially higher than the project estimate and therefore was rejected by the City Council with instruction that the project should be re-bid.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the revised project schedule and revised plans & specifications with the council and stated that the Council would need to act on a Resolution to set the date for a 2nd public hearing on the plans & specifications as well as to set a 2nd bid letting proposed to be January 12, 2017 at 10:00 a.m.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 16-65

A RESOLUTION ORDERING BIDS, APPROVING PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS AND FORM OF CONTRACT, AND NOTICE TO BIDDERS, FIXING AMOUNT OF BID SECURITY, AND ORDERING CLERK TO POST NOTICE TO BIDDERS AND FIXING A DATE FOR RECEIVING SAME, AND FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT AND ESTIMATE OF COSTS FOR THE MAIN AVENUE SIDEWALK REPLACEMENT PROJECT BY THE CITY COUNCIL

Petersburg gave an update and review of the proposed plans for the Water Treatment Plant Chemical Storage Improvement Project with the City Council.
Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following:  Veterans Memorial Golf Course Storm Water & Parking Lot Improvement Project; delivery of new aerial lift (bucket) truck and sale of 1997 Dodge lift truck; RFP for single axle truck chassis; and RFP for snowplow.

Nelson moved to reschedule the January 2nd City Council meeting to Tuesday, January 3rd due to the office being closed on the 2nd for the New Year’s Holiday, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.

There being no further business before the Council, Ebeling moved to adjourn at 8:07 p.m., seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
