Council Meeting 12/7/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 7, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Mayor Crabb asked that the agenda be amended to add the following:

· Excavator’s License:  Holland Contracting, Forest City, (new).

Nelson moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

D. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, The Other Place, (renewal).
· Excavator’s License:  Cole Excavating, Greene, (renewal).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed E. Main Avenue Street Reconstruction & Bike Lane Extension Project and stated that one of the major capital improvement projects for FY 17 involves the reconstruction of East Main Avenue, between S 20th and S 24th Streets.  He stated the project entails the following work items:  pavement removal; excavation; watermain, sanitary sewer, storm sewer, sub-drain; storm sewer intakes; aggregate base course; and new pavement, with curb & gutter.  He advised that additionally, it is proposed to extend the existing bike lanes as part of the project.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, stated the preliminary estimate of the probable cost of construction is $795,861 and that the City will be receiving an STP grant award in the amount of $450,000 and TAP funding in the amount of $70,000 to offset the cost of the project.  Petersburg stated that the tentative schedule calls for a hearing on special assessments in December, 2016; bid letting in January, 2017; construction to begin in April, 2017; and construction to be completed by the end of August, 2017.  Flory advised that City staff and Veenstra & Kimm have negotiated a professional services agreement for design and special assessment services and total cost for those items is a not to exceed $66,200.  Hugi moved to approve the professional services agreement with Veenstra & Kimm for the E Main Avenue Street Reconstruction  & Bike Lane Extension Project, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory gave an update on the Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump(s) Replacement Project and stated that at its regular meeting on November 17, 2014, the City Council approved a construction contract with Dean Snyder Construction in the amount of $365,000 for the project.  He advised the Project Engineer has now filed the “Certificate of Completion” with the City Clerk, indicating that all work has been completed in compliance with the project plans & specifications previously approved by the Council.  He noted the final value of work completed on the Project was $369,099.80, which is $3,099.80 more than the original contract amount.  Petersburg reviewed Pay Estimate #6 (final) in the amount of $43,813.81 to Dean Snyder Construction.  Nelson moved to approve Pay Estimate #6 (final), seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.  Brant introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE WORK – WATER TREATMENT PLANT HIGH SERVICE PUMP(S) IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Petersburg gave an update on the W 7th Avenue N Watermain Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #3 in the amount of $139,097.10 to Charlson Excavating.  Brant moved to approve Pay Estimate #3, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the Buddy Holly Place Storm Sewer Extension Project and stated that at its regular meeting on October 19th, the Council approved a construction contract with McKiness Excavating of Mason City in the amount of $49,987.50.  He advised that the Project engineer has now filed the “Certificate of Completion” with the City Clerk, indicating that all work has been completed in compliance with the project plans & specifications previously approved by the Council.  Petersburg stated that the final value of work completed on the project was $47,180.58, which is more than $2,800 less than the original contract amount.  Petersburg reviewed Pay Estimate #1 (final) in the amount of $44,821.55 to McKiness Excavating of Mason City.  Nelson moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.  Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:
