Council Meeting 8/01/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 15, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Callanan moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth, moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – August 1, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Licenses & Permits: 

· Excavator’s License:  Larson Contracting, Lake Mills, (renewal).

· Solid Waste Hauler’s License:  Holt Services, Mason City, (new).

· Street Closing Request:  Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, Beach Party, Saturday, September 3rd.
Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the 10th Avenue N. Street Resurfacing Project (Buddy Holly Place – 5th Place N.) and stated that the bid letting for the project was held on July 19th at the Iowa DOT office in Ames.  He stated the engineer’s estimate of the probable cost of construction was $628,000 and that the estimated cost of the entire project including construction and all legal, engineering and administrative costs is $730,877.  He noted that the City was awarded $343,000 in STP grant funds for the Project from the Iowa DOT.

Jason Petersburg, Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the project bid letting and stated that six bids were received.  He stated the lowest responsive, responsible bid was submitted by Wick’s Construction, of Decorah, Iowa, in the amount of $561,186.22 and that this is roughly 10.6% below the engineer’s estimate of probable cost of construction.  He noted that the project has a late start date of September 12th and that there is a 35 working day contract provision on both the underground and paving improvements.

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION MAKING AWARD OF CONTRACT

Flory reviewed a proposed Reprecincting/Redistricting Plan of City Council election District/Wards and stated that following the federal census each city with a population over 3,500 must file with the Secretary of State a City precinct worksheet; precinct maps; certification of the populations of each precinct; and an ordinance describing precinct boundaries.  He further stated that this is required even if the city does not make any changes to its precinct or ward boundaries and that the deadline to file is September 1st.  He noted that the city council must conduct a public hearing on the proposed precinct boundaries before final action is taken to adopt the new boundaries.  He stated that the “ideal” ward population for Clear Lake, with a population of 7,777, is 2,592 and that the proposed changes in population would be as follows:  Ward 1:  2,556; Ward 2:  2,688; and Ward 3:  2,533.  Unsworth moved to set the public hearing on the proposed Redistricting Plan for August 15th at 6:30 p.m., seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed 19 S. 3rd Street Parking Lot Improvement Project and stated that the Council would need to establish the date and time for the public hearing on the plans, specifications, form of contract and estimate of costs for the project and also establish the date and time for a bid letting on the project.  He noted that the project would be bid with both PCC and HMA paving options and that the engineer’s total estimated cost of construction for the PCC option was $146,660 and for the ACC option was $143,902.

Mike Danburg, Yaggy Colby Associates, reviewed the plans and specifications and stated that it is anticipated the project bid letting would be held on August 24th and the hearing on the plans and specifications would be scheduled for a special council meeting to be held on August 29th.  He further stated that it is anticipated that construction would begin by September 26th.

Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-67

A RESOLUTION FIXING THE DATE FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT & ESTIMATE OF COST, AND SETTING THE DATE FOR A BID LETTING ON THE PROPOSED 19 S. 3RD STREET PARKING LOT IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Flory reviewed a request from Les Nelson Investments regarding a storm water drain tile located at 2103 North Shore Drive and stated that the request would involve the abandonment of the current drain tile and the construction of a new pipe and that the developer is requesting a cost share agreement with the City.  Attorney Matt Berry, representing the developer, stated that the developer is proposing a 13-foot drainage easement and a 50/50 cost share agreement for the construction costs.  Flory stated that the City asked Veenstra & Kimm to review the proposal and that they are recommending at least a 15-foot easement.  After general discussion by the Council, Unsworth moved to direct Flory to work with Berry to prepare a Development Agreement for consideration at a special meeting on August 29th, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Greg Peterson, Chief of Police, reviewed a proposal to purchase two new 2011 Ford Crown Victoria replacement vehicles for the Police Department at the cost of $23,242 per vehicle through the state bid package from Stivers Ford in Waukee, Iowa.  Unsworth moved to authorize the purchase from Stivers Ford, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory stated that he is recommending the Council consider the replacement of the Building Official’s current vehicle with a 2007 Ford Crown Victoria with 88,000 miles that the Cerro Gordo County Sheriff’s office is rotating out of its fleet for a purchase price of $2,500.  Furleigh moved to authorize the purchase of a 2007 Ford Crown Victoria from the Sheriff’s Department for the Building Official, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a proposed change to the solid waste collection ordinance and stated that the proposed change would add an “hours of operation” clause as well as a section regarding license suspension, revocation, and penalties.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time for public comment regarding the proposed ordinance change.

Dave Dinehart, Absolute Waste Removal, stated that he would like to the proposed change to allow for pickup in the Fieldstone area to begin at 6:00 a.m. Monday through Saturday and stated that this area becomes extremely congested with traffic during the hours of 7:00 and 9:00 a.m. and pickup at the businesses in this area becomes difficult during this time.

Unsworth introduced Ordinance #800 “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 2003, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 106 PERTAINING TO SOLID WASTE COLLECTION HOURS AND LICENSE SUSPENSION, REVOCATION, AND PENALTIES”, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following:  2011 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation Project and the preconstruction conference for the 2011 Street Resurfacing Project.

There being no further business before the Council, Cooney moved to adjourn at 8:20 p.m., seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.
