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HONORABLE MAYOR & CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS:

The next meeting of the Clear Lake City Council is scheduled for Monday, August 29, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall.  Please refer to the enclosed agenda for the items discussed below. 

ITEM #6A  Industrial Park Development Agreement.  The Council will consider a Resolution to fix the date and provide public notice of a public hearing regarding a proposed “Development & Reimbursement Agreement” (Agreement) with the Clear Lake Business & Industrial Development Corporation (CLEDC).  The CLEDC was the original developer and remains the owner of several lots in the Clear Lake Industrial Park 3rd Addition (Industrial Park), which, of course, is located between S. 15th and S. 17th Streets and between 4th Avenue S. and 6th Avenue S..  The proposed Agreement will enable certain storm sewer improvements to be constructed, within the Industrial Park, which will enable development of the remaining undeveloped lots.  The anticipated cost of the Project is estimated at $38,000, including construction and engineering costs.

The Project is located within the Clear Lake Consolidated Urban Renewal Area, so the City will be able to recover its investment through tax increment financing as a result of anticipated new tax base creation, as well as existing available increment.  The public hearing and consideration of the Agreement would occur at the September 6th Council meeting.

ITEM #6B  19 S. 3rd Street Parking Lot Project.  The Project bid letting was conducted on August 24th, at 10:00 a.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall.  Bids were received from three (3) different general contractors.  The bid from Dean Snyder Construction, Clear Lake, was the lowest responsive responsible bid for the PCC paving alternate and the bid from Heartland Asphalt, Mason City, was the lowest responsive responsible bid for the HMA paving alternative.  The bids were as follows: Dean Snyder, $139,236.25 (PCC paving) and Heartland Asphalt $135,610.65 (HMA paving).  The engineer’s opinion of the probable cost of construction was as follows PCC paving, $149,525 and HMA paving $147,867.  The HMA and PCC bids are 8% and 7%, respectively, below the engineer’s estimate.

The Council will hold a public hearing regarding the Project plans, specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost.  Notice of hearing was published in the newspaper, as required by law.  Following the hearing, the Council will consider the approval of the plans, specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost and, also, make an award of contract.
