Council Meeting 8/29/2011


SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 29, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Callanan moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth, moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Furleigh:

A. Minutes – August 15, 2011.

B. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class C Beer Permit (BC) with Sunday Sales, Shell Food Mart, (renewal).

· Excavator’s License:  Eden Plumbing, New Hartford, (new).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Cooney moved that Ordinance #800 “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 2003, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 106 PERTAINING TO SOLID WASTE COLLECTION HOURS AND LICENSE SUSPENSION, REVOCATION, AND PENALTIES”, be approved on the final reading with an amendment to the Ordinance stating that the collection time in the Fieldstone Business District be allowed between the hours of 6:00 and 7:00 a.m., for Commercial properties only, seconded by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth moved that Ordinance #801 “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 2003, CHAPTER 3 KNOWN AS PRECINCTS AND WARDS, SECTIONS 3.01 AND 3.02, BY UPDATING SOME OF THE DEFINITIONS AND BY CHANGING THE TERRITORIES INCLUDED WITHIN THE PRECINCTS AND WARDS IN THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA”, be approved on the second reading, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Cooney moved that the rules requiring an ordinance be considered and voted on for passage at two council meetings prior to this meeting by suspended with respect to Ordinance #801, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 2003, CHAPTER 3, KNOWN AS PRECINCTS AND WARDS, SECTIONS 3.01 AND 3.02, BY UPDATING SOME OF THE DEFINITIONS AND BY CHANGING THE TERRITORIES INCLUDED WITHIN THE PRECINCTS AND WARDS IN THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA”, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved and Callanan seconded that Ordinance #801, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 2003, CHAPTER 3, KNOWN AS PRECINCTS AND WARDS, SECTIONS 3.01 AND 3.02, BY UPDATING SOME OF THE DEFINITIONS AD BY CHANGING THE TERRITORIES INCLUDED WITHIN THE PRECINCTS AND WARDS IN THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA”, be adopted on the final reading.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed a proposal to enter into a Development & Reimbursement Agreement with the Clear Lake Business & Industrial Development Corporation (CLEDC).  He stated that the CLEDC was the original developer and remains the owner of several lots in the Clear Lake Industrial Park 3rd Addition, which is located between S. 15th and S. 17th Streets and between 4th Avenue S. and 6th Avenue S.  Flory noted that the proposed Agreement will enable certain storm sewer improvements to be constructed, within the Industrial Park, which will enable development of the remaining undeveloped lots and that the anticipated cost of the Project is $38,000, including construction and engineering costs and that the Project is located within the Clear Lake Consolidated urban Renewal Area so the City will be able to recover its investment through tax increment financing.  He further noted that a public hearing and consideration of the Agreement would occur at the September 6th Council meeting.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION TO FIX A DATE OF MEETING AT WHICH IT IS PROPOSED TO APPROVE A DEVELOPMENT AND REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT WITH THE CLEAR LAKE BUSINESS & INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

Flory reviewed the proposed 19 S. 3rd Street Parking Lot Project and stated that the bid letting was held on August 24th and that bids were received from three different general contractors.  He noted the Council will hold a public hearing regarding the Project plans, specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost and following the hearing the Council will make an award of contract.  He noted the completion date for the Project is November 4th.

Mike Danburg, P.E., Yaggy Colby Associates, reviewed the bid letting and stated that the bid from Dean Snyder Construction, Clear Lake, was the lowest responsive responsible bid for the PCC paving alternate in the amount of $139,236.25 and the bid from Heartland Asphalt, Mason City was the lowest responsive responsible bid for the HMA paving alternative in the amount of $135,610.65.  He noted that the engineer’s opinion of the probable cost of construction $149,525 (PCC paving) and $147,867 (HMA paving) and that the HMA and PCC bids are 8% and 7%, respectively, below the engineer’s estimate of cost.

Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed plans, specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost for the 19 S. 3rd Street Parking Lot Project.

Dave Parks, representing the VFW Post #4868, stated that it is the preference of the VFW that the parking lot be PCC pavement as they feel the PCC pavement would have a longer life and that the adjacent parking lot, streets, and alley are all also PCC pavement.

Dave Ricken, Vice President, Heartland Asphalt, stated that if the Council awards the contract to Heartland Asphalt work would begin the 2nd week in September and that there should be not issues with completing the project by the November 4th completion date.

Hearing no further public comment, Unsworth moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS,

FORM OF CONTRACT, AND ESTIMATE OF COST

Furleigh introduced the following Resolution and recommended the contract be awarded to Dean Snyder Construction for the PCC Pavement, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION MAKING AN AWARD OF CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR

THE 19 S. 3RD STREET PARKING LOT IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Flory stated that the City received sealed bids for the disposal of the Building Official’s vehicle (2006 Crown Victoria).  He stated those bids were opened on August 23rd with the highest bid being $1,876.

There being no further business before the Council, Cooney moved to adjourn at 7:05 p.m., seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.
