Council Meeting 7/18/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 18, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Mayor Crabb requested that the consent agenda be amended by adding the following item:

Peddler’s Permit:

· Street Treats, Clear Lake, (new).

Callanan moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth, moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – July 5, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service and Sunday Sales, The    Boathouse Bar & Grill, (renewal).

· Street Closing Request:  CLASS Car Club, Saturday, August 6th.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed 10th Avenue N. Street Resurfacing Project (Buddy Holly Place – 5th Place N.) and stated that the Council had previously established the time and place for the public hearing on the plans and specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost for the project.  He noted that the bid letting for the project is scheduled for July 19th at the IDOT office in Ames and that following the bid letting the Council will act on the bids at its regular meeting on August 1st.

Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed plans, specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost for the 10th Avenue North Street Resurfacing Project (Buddy Holly Place – 5th Place N.) as previously established by the Council.  

Hearing no public comment, Callanan moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously. Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT AND ESTIMATED COST

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the CDBG Sanitary Sewer Collection System Improvement Project (Phase1) and reviewed Pay Estimate #3 in the amount of $336,642.14 to R&R Excavating of Hutchinson, Minnesota.  Callanan moved to approve Pay Estimate #3, seconded by Cooney.  Passed Unanimously.

Weigel gave an update on the 2010 Water Distribution System Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #9 in the amount of $20,091.51 to McKiness Excavating of Mason City.  Unsworth moved to approve Pay Estimate #9, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a request from the Parks & Recreation Department to purchase a new tractor to replace the John Deere 4200 2-wheel drive tractor originally purchased in November of 1999.  He stated that the City received two bid proposals with the lowest net cost proposal received from Brakke Implement of Mason City in the amount of $35,423 for a John Deere 3320 Tractor with attachments less trade of the City’s 4200 John Deere for a net cost of $21,223.  Randy Miller, Assistant Park & Recreation Director, stated that it is the Department’s recommendation to purchase the tractor from Brakke Implement and that delivery of the tractor would likely take 2 to 3 weeks.  Flory noted that the Council allocated $25,000 in the FY 12 budget for the purchase of a new tractor for the Department.  Nelson moved to approve the purchase of the tractor from Brakke Implement, seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed Mason City Airport Water Main Extension Project and stated that the Mason City Municipal Airport received a $3 million federal grant to construct a new aircraft rescue and fire fighting facility at the airport and that in order to provide the volume of water required to meet FAA’s guidelines for airport fire fighting facilities, connection to a municipal water supply is necessary.  He stated that city officials from the cities of Mason City and Clear Lake, as well as the Airport, have been negotiating a 28E Agreement between the entities that would enable the Airport to connect to Clear Lake’s water distribution system.  He stated that the project is being funded entirely by an FAA grant and a 5% match from the City of Mason City.  He noted that the project would involve extending the City’s 12” main line from N. 32nd Street to the vicinity of N. 40th Street and at that point the line would run north to the Airport property which would be considered a private line and the responsibility of the Airport and the City of Mason City.  He indicated the east-west line would be dedicated to the City upon completion of construction and the north-south line would be the City of Mason City’s and be viewed as a service line.

Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE SIGNING OF AN AGREEMENT FOR CITY WATER SERVICE BETWEEN THE CITIES OF CLEAR LAKE AND MASON CITY, IOWA, AND THE MASON CITY MUNICIPAL AIRPORT COMMISSION, AS PROVIDED UNDER CHAPTER 28E OF THE CODE OF IOWA

Weigel gave an update on the following projects:  2011 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation Project and the Groves 2nd Subdivision.

Flory reminded the Council of the pre-construction conference for the 2011 Street Resurfacing Project on July 27th at 10:30 a.m. and of the bid letting for the 10th Ave N. STP Street Reconstruction Project on July 19th.

Tom Fey and Jay Barragy, representing Veterans memorial Golf Club Foundation Inc. gave an update to the Council regarding the financial status of the course along with a report of the day to day business of the course.

Council Member Unsworth requested that the Council consider adding an hours of operation clause to the solid waste collection ordinance and stated that his recommendation would be that solid waste haulers could not begin operation prior to 7:00 a.m. in residential areas.  After general discussion, it was a consensus of the Council to direct Flory to prepare this change in the Ordinance for Council action at its next regular meeting.

There being no further business before the Council, Nelson moved to adjourn at 7:40 p.m., seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.
