Council Meeting 7/5/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, July 5, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Mayor Crabb requested that the consent agenda be amended by adding the following item:

Excavator’s License:

· Environmental Priority Service, Salina, Kansas, (new).

Unsworth moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson, moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Furleigh:

A. Minutes – June 20, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Resolution #11-57, “A Resolution supporting the creation of a North Iowa Area Council of Governments Local Housing Trust Fund.”

D. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial), Fiesta Cancun Mexican Restaurant; Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) Half Moon Inn; Class C Beer Permit and Class B Native Wine Permit, Casey’s General Store #1896; (renewals).

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed 10th Avenue N. Street Resurfacing Project (Buddy Holly Place – 5th Place N.) and advised the Council it would need to consider two Resolutions; the first directing the preparation of detailed plans & specifications, form of contract, and notice to bidders and the second orders bids, fixes amount of bid security, orders Clerk to publish notice and fixes a date for receiving same and for a public hearing on plans, specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost.  He noted the date for the public hearing on the plans & specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost is the regular Council meeting on July 18th, the Project bid letting will be held on July 19th at the Iowa DOT office in Ames.  He further noted that following the bid letting, the Council will then act on the bids at its regular meeting on August 1st.

Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ORDERING BIDS, FIXING AMOUNT OF BID SECURITY, AND ORDERING CLERK TO PUBLISH NOTICE AND FIXING A DATE FOR RECEIVING SAME, AND FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT, AND ESTIMATE OF COST

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the Tourist Park Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #2 in the amount of $68,443.45 to Wick’s Construction of Decorah, Iowa.  Cooney moved to approve Pay Estimate #2, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the 2011 Street Maintenance project and stated that at its regular meeting on June 20th, the Council awarded the contract to Heartland Asphalt of Mason City.  He stated that the City has now received the contract and bonds and the certificate of insurance from the Contractor and that the documents have been reviewed by City Staff and the Project engineer and have been found to be in compliance with the Project specifications.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan. Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT AND BONDS FOR THE 2011 STREET MAINTENANCE PROJECT

Flory gave an update on the Fire Station Building Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #8 in the amount of $138,031.86 to Henkel Construction of Mason City.  Unsworth moved to approve Pay Estimate #8, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.  Flory reviewed a request from Doug Meyers, Fire Chief, to authorize approval to allocate a not to exceed amount of $75,000 for building furnishings for the new Fire Station.  He noted that the $75,000 is included in the $2.3 bond issue.  Callanan moved to authorize the Fire Chief to spend a not to exceed amount of $75,000 for building furnishings, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Brent Willet, North Iowa Corridor EDC, reviewed the proposed Titan Pro SCI Expansion Project and stated that the proposed project would consist of a 50,000 square foot addition to the existing building.  Jeff Meints, Titan Pro SCI, stated that the addition would allow the company to expand their services and add an additional 8 to 9 full-time employees to their staff.

Flory reviewed a proposed Letter of Intent that outlines a proposal to provide certain property tax incentives by the City to the Company relative to the proposed future expansion project.  He stated that the is meant to serve as a good faith expression by the City and the Company to continue to work towards a future Development Agreement.  Unsworth moved to approve the Letter of Intent with Titan Pro SCI, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the EECBG Traffic Signal LED Street Lighting Retrofit Project and stated that at is regular meeting on June 20th, the Council awarded the contract to KWS, Inc. of Cedar Falls.  He stated that the City has now received the contract and bonds and the certificate of insurance from the Contractor and that the documents have been reviewed by City Staff and the Project engineer and have been found to be in compliance with the Project specifications.  Furleigh introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE CONTRACT & BONDS FOR THE

EECBG STREET LIGHT RETROFIT PROJECT

Weigel gave an update on the 2011 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation Project and the CDBG Sewer Collection System Project.
