Council Meeting 6/20/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 20, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  Council Members present:  Cooney, Unsworth, Callanan, Nelson.  Absent:  Furleigh.

Mayor Crabb requested that the consent agenda be amended by adding the following item:

Street Closing Request:

· Clear Lake Arts Center, Arts Sail, July 23rd, 9:00 am. to 4:00 p.m.

Callanan moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth, moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – June 6, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class B Wine Permit (WB) with Sunday Sales, j avenue, (new).

· Cigarette Permit:  Pitstop Convenience Store; Quick Shop, (renewals).

· Excavator’s License:  Peterson Excavating & Drainage, Kensett, (renewal).

· Tax Abatement Application:  Grant Maulsby, 312 Pine Brooke Drive.

Cooney stated that as a Board Member of the North Iowa Cultural Center and Museum he will abstain from voting on Claim #43668.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the CDBG Sanitary Sewer Collection System Project (Phase 1) and reviewed Pay Estimate #2 in the amount of $184,796.22 to R&R Excavating of Hutchinson, Minnesota.  Callanan moved to approve Pay Estimate #2, seconded by Cooney.  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed EECBG Traffic Signal Intersection Street Lighting Retro-fit Project and stated that sealed competitive quotes were opened on July 15th, with two quote proposals received.  He stated the lowest cost quote proposal was submitted by KWS of Cedar Falls in the amount of $18,000, which is below the consultant’s estimate of probable cost of construction of $24,000.  He noted that the scope of the project was to retrofit fifteen “city-owned” street lights co-loated on various traffic signals throughout the City, however, it has recently been determined that three of the proposed fifteen street lights actually belong to the IDOT.  He further noted that the Project will not require use of all the grant funds awarded and that the consultant has checked with the grant authority and it appears that the City may be able to use any excess funds at additional locations on further retrofitting of other City-owned street lights.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION MAKING AN AWARD OF CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR THE EECBG STREET LIGHT RETROFIT PROJECT

Jim Collins, Alliant Energy, gave an overview of the Annual Community Investment Report from Alliant Energy.

Deb Tesar, Association for the Preservation of Clear Lake (APCL), stated that the APCL recently purchased beach cleaning equipment with the assistance from the IDNR, the Chamber of Commerce, and various other private donations.  She advised the Council that the APCL is requesting the City’s assistance in the future maintenance of the equipment.  She noted that a maintenance agreement is being drafted for review and approval by the City Council.  Cooney moved to approve the request from the APCL and authorize the City Administrator to sign the agreement, seconded by Nelson.  Unsworth stated that he would abstain from the vote as he is a Board Member of the APCL.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory stated that at its previous meeting the Council requested that an Ordinance be brought up for action at this Council meeting regarding the placement of a Yield Sign on 8th Avenue North at the intersection of N. 7th Street (westbound).  Callanan introduced Ordinance #799 “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE PLACEMENT OF A YIELD SIGN ON 8TH AVENUE NORTH AT THE INTERSECTION OF N. 7TH STREET, PURSUANT TO CLEAR LAKE CITY CODE, AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO RECODIFY SUCH CODE AND DECLARING AN EFFECTIVE DATE”, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Cooney moved that the rules requiring an ordinance be considered and voted on for passage at two council meetings prior to this meeting be suspended with respect to Ordinance #799, “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE PLACEMENT OF A YIELD SIGN ON 8TH AVENUE NORTH AT THE INTERSECTION OF N. 7TH STREET, PURSUANT TO CLEAR LAKE CITY CODE, AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO RECODIFY SUCH CODE AD DECLARING AN EFFECTIVE DATE”, seconded by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth moved and Nelson seconded that Ordinance #799 “AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE PLACEMENT OF A YIELD SIGN ON 8TH AVENUE NORTH AT THE INTERSECTION OF N. 7TH STREET, PURSUANT TO CLEAR LAKE CITY CODE, AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO RECODIFY SUCH CODE AND DECLARING AN EFFECTIVE DATE” be adopted on the final reading.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed 2011 Street Resurfacing Project and stated that a bid letting was held on June 16th with one bid received.  He stated that the Project consists of milling and a 2” thick, maintenance-level, HMA resurfacing for the width of the street, along with limited curb & gutter replacement, sub-drain work, and ADA compliant sidewalk ramps.  He noted that the City budgeted $425,000 for the total Project, including professional services.

Petersburg reviewed the bid letting and stated that one bid was received from Heartland Asphalt of Mason City in the amount of $409,420.96 for the base bid which is 0.5% over the engineer’s estimate of the probable cost of construction.  He noted that the base bid includes segments #1-8 and that segments #9-12 were bid as add alternates and his recommendation is to award the base bid only.

Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed 2011 Street Resurfacing (Maintenance) Project as previously established by the Council.  Hearing no public comment, Nelson moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION MAKING AN AWARD OF CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT

FOR THE 2011 STREET RESURFACING PROJECT

Flory reviewed the proposed 10th Avenue N. Street Reconstruction project (Buddy Holly Place – 5th Place N.) and stated that the proposed project consists of the reconstruction of 10th Avenue N. between Buddy Holly Place and 5th Place N., including pavement removal and excavation; water main replacement; sanitary sewer improvements; new water and sanitary sewer service laterals (where needed); storm sewer & intakes; sub-drain; and either PCC or HMA paving with curb & gutter.

Petersburg reviewed the proposed plans & specifications and preliminary special assessments to the affected property owners.  He noted that the total estimate of the Project cost is $730,877, which includes construction and all legal, engineering, and administrative costs.  He noted that the City was awarded $343,000 in STP grant funds for the Project from the Iowa DOT.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A PRELIMINARY RESOLUTION FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF STREET IMPROVEMENTS IN THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, STATE OF IOWA

Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-54

A RESOLUTION FIXING LOT VALUES

Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Cooney.  Unsworth stated that prior to adopting the Resolution he would propose the preliminary street paving assessment figures be adjusted to reflect current bid prices on recent City projects, which is approximately 25% less than the numbers in the draft plat & schedule; the City assume the full cost of the Sanitary Sewer main replacement between Buddy Holly Place and N. 5th Street, excluding services; and that sidewalk assessments outside of driveway approaches be removed from the plat & schedule.  After general discussion, the Mayor asked for a roll call vote on the Resolution including the changes proposed by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING PRELIMINARY PLAT AND SCHEDULE, ESTIMATE OF COST AND PROPOSED PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR THE

CONSTRUCTION OF THE CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, 10TH AVENUE NORTH

STP STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved that the hearing date be scheduled for July 11th at 6:00 p.m., seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-56

A RESOLUTION OF NECESSITY (PROPOSED)

Mayor Crabb asked for approval to reschedule the next regular meeting scheduled for July 4th to July 5th due to the Independence Day Holiday.  Nelson moved to reschedule the meeting, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Mayor Crabb requested that the appointment of Darron Jones (13 Country Club Place); Brenda Anderson (306 Woodlane Drive); & Chyrl Bergvig (601 S. 14th Street) to the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board (term ending 6/30/14) be approved.  Cooney moved to approve the appointments to the Park & Recreation Advisory Board, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Mayor Crabb requested that the re-appointment of Amanda Korenberg (401 N 4th Street), to the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board (term ending 6/30/14) be approved.  Nelson moved to approve the re-appointment of Amanda Korenberg to the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory gave an update on the following:  2nd Avenue N. Street Reconstruction Project; 12th Avenue S. Recreation Area Site Grading Project; and the 2011 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation Project.

Flory gave an update regarding the purchase of an All Wheel Drive Tractor for the Parks & Recreation Department.  He stated that the City has budgeted $25,000 for the purchase of a new tractor that will replace the current 1999 John Deere 2-wheel drive tractor the department currently uses.

Flory gave an update regarding the proposed future Airport Water Service Agreement with Mason City and stated that a 28E Agreement with the City of Mason City is being developed regarding the extension of the water main from N 32nd Street to the Airport and that it is anticipated that the item will be on the agenda for Council action at the July 18th meeting.

There being no further business before the Council, Cooney moved to adjourn at 8:12 p.m., seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.
