Council Meeting 6/6/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 6, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Mayor Crabb requested that the agenda be amended to move “Other Business” to follow “Unfinished Business” on the Agenda.

Unsworth moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Furleigh moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – May 16, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service and Sunday Sales, Ge-Jo’s by the Lake, (renewal).

· Cigarette Permits:  Fareway Stores, (renewal).

· Fireworks Permit:  Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, 4th of July Celebration.

· Amusement License:  Clear Lake Area Chamber of Commerce, 4th of July Celebration.

Council Member Furleigh reviewed a citizen request for a Yield sign on 8th Avenue N. at the N. 7th Street intersection (westbound only).  He stated that the concern is there is a Yield sign for eastbound but no sign for traffic that is westbound.  After general discussion, it was a consensus of the Council to have an Ordinance prepared to place a Yield sign for westbound traffic at the intersection and that the matter be placed on the agenda for the June 20th meetings.

Tom Fey and Jason Barragy, representing the Veteran’s Memorial Golf Club, gave the Council an update on the financial status of the golf course since the Board of Directors took over the management of the course.

Mike Danburg, P.E., Yaggy Colby Associates, gave an update on the 2nd Avenue N. Street Reconstruction Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #3 in the amount of $192,383.71 to Yohn Co. of Clear Lake.  Callanan moved to approve Pay Estimate #3, seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

Danburg gave an update on the Tourist Park Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $73,084.83 to Wicks Construction of Decorah.  Unsworth moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Cooney.  Passed Unanimously.

Danburg gave an update on the 19th S. 3rd Street Building Demolition & Site Grading Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $36,334.29 to Charlson Excavating of Clear Lake.  Callanan moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.  Furleigh introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed a proposal to enter into a Website Development Agreement with Municipal CMS of Smithville, Missouri.  He stated the total cost of the web site enhancement project is $8,000 with a annual hosting and support fee of $1,800.  Furleigh moved to approve the Website Development Agreement with Municipal CMS, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed wage and salary increase for City employees for the 2012 fiscal year.  Furleigh introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Flory reviewed the proposed 2011 Street Resurfacing/Overlay Maintenance Project and stated that the Project entails approximately 25 blocks of HMA (hot-mix asphalt) resurfacing on various city streets.

Jason Petersburg, stated that the Project consists of 12 segments and would be bid with a base bid for segments 1 through 8 and segments 9 through 12 would be bid each segment as an alternate separately.  He noted the bid letting is scheduled for June 16th at 10:00 a.m. and the Council would consider the bids at its June 20th meeting.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

John Marino, Building Official, reviewed the final plat for Billing’s Subdivision of Cerro Gordo County and stated that the subdivision is necessary in order to divide the property into three parcels.  He noted that the City is required to review subdivisions or plats of survey outside, but within two (2) miles, of its Corporate boundaries.  He further noted that the Planning & Zoning Commission reviewed the proposal at its meeting on May 31st and is recommending City Council approval.
