Council Meeting 5/16/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, May 16, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Unsworth moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Furleigh moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Unsworth:

A. Minutes – May 2, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class E Liquor License (LE) with Carryout Wine, Carryout Beer and Sunday Sales, Kum & Go #302; Class E Liquor License (LE) with Carryout Wine, Carryout Beer and Sunday Sales, Kum & Go #301, (new).

· Cigarette Permit:  Econo Foods #511; Shell Food Mart; Lake Liquors Wine & Spirits; Casey’s Store #1427; Casey’s Store #1896, (renewals).

· Excavator’s License:  Navratil Excavating, Mason City; North Iowa Excavating, Mason City, (renewals).

· Street Closing Request:  North Iowa Spin – Bicycle, Blues & BBQ Event, July 9th; Clear Lake Yacht Club, ILYA I-20 Invitational Regatta Event, June 25th and 26th.
Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the 2010 Water Distribution System Project – Change Order #4 and stated that one of the remaining contract items carried over from last year was the seeding of the disturbed areas of right-of-way along US HWY 18.  He further stated that the original contract provided for “conventional” seeding of all these areas however the Council had expressed interest in having the area by the north water tower hydro-seeded.  He noted that the Council may consider either alternate “A”, which provides for hydro-seeding in the vicinity of the north water tower only, or alternate “B”, which provides for all the mowable areas associated with the Project work to be hydro-seeded.  He noted that alternate “A” would result in an additional $892 and alternate “B” would result in an additional $4,370.  After general discussion, Unsworth moved to approve Change Order #4 to include alternate “B”, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Ayes:  Cooney, Unsworth, Furleigh.  Nays:  Callanan, Nelson.

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the CDBG Sanitary Sewer Collection System Project (Phase 1) and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $194,034.27 to R&R Excavating of Hutchinson, Minnesota.  Callanan moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the EECBG traffic Signal Street Lighting Retrofit Project and stated that the project will consist of a retrofit of the luminaires on traffic signals at six different intersections.  He noted that the total project cost is approximately $39,000 and that the City has received a grant through the Iowa Office of Energy Independence for 50% of the construction cost.  

Mike Danburg, Yaggy Colby Associates, stated that a request for quotes will be sent out to several contractors with the quote opening scheduled for June 1st at 10:00 a.m.  Unsworth moved to authorize the solicitation of quotes for the project, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed 2011 Fiscal Year Budget Amendment (#2) and stated that the Council had previously set May 16th as the date for a public hearing to amend the 2011 fiscal year budget.  He stated that the amendment is primarily necessary due to the golf course acquisition and revising revenues & expenditures for estimates of work to be completed on the Fire Station Project and the CDBG Sanitary Sewer Project in FY 11.

Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed 2011 Fiscal Year Budget Amendment (#2) as previously established by the Council.  Hearing no public comment, Cooney moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.  Furleigh introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION AMENDING (#2) THE 2011 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET

Brent Willett, Executive Director, North Iowa Corridor Economic Development Corporation, gave the Council an update on recent economic development activities in the region.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update regarding the following projects:  2nd Avenue N. Street Reconstruction Project; Grove’s Residential Subdivision; 12th Avenue S. Recreation Area Site Grading Project; Tourist Park Improvement Project; and the 19 S. 3rd Street Building Demolition & Site Grading Project.

Flory gave a review of the interviews recently completed with three different web site consultants to redesign and enhance the City’s web site.  He stated that the committee is recommending the City hire Municipal CMS from Smithville, Missouri.  He noted that the City Clerk will be in contact with Municipal CMS and that the Council would consider a contract between the City and Municipal CMS at its next meeting.

Flory gave an update regarding the 2011 Street Resurfacing Project and stated that the engineer on the project, Veenstra & Kimm, would give a review of the proposed plans & specifications at the next meeting.

There being no further business before the Council, Callanan moved to adjourn at 7:43 p.m., seconded by Cooney.  Passed Unanimously.
