Council Meeting 5/2/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, May 2, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Mayor Crabb requested that the consent agenda be amended by adding the following item:

Liquor License:

· Special Class C Liquor License (BW) (Beer/Wine) with Sunday Sales, Clear Lake Arts Center, (renewal).

Cigarette Permit:

· Pilot Travel Center #407, (renewal).
Callanan moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – April 18, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class B Liquor License (LB) (Hotel/Motel, Super 8 Hotel Clear Lake, (new).

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, gave an update on the Sanitary Sewer Collection System Rehabilitation/Lining Project and stated that at its regular meeting on April 18th, the Council awarded the contract for the Project to Municipal Pipe & Tool Co., LLC of Hudson, Iowa.  He further stated that the City has now received the contract and bonds and the certificate of insurance from the Contractor and that the documents have been reviewed by City staff and the Project engineer and have been found to be in compliance with the Project specifications.  Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-40

A RESOLUTION APPROVING CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT AND BONDS FOR THE SANITARY SEWER COLLECTION SYSTEM REHABILITATION/LINING PROJECT

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, reviewed Change Order #1 for the Project and stated the change order eliminates the service connection grouting line item and will decrease the amount of the contract by $21,550.  He noted that the total cost of construction following the change order is $167,928.  Unsworth moved to approve Change Order #1, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the 19 S. 3rd Street Project :  Phase 1 (Building Demolition and Site Grading) Project and stated that at is regular meeting on April 18th, the Council awarded the contract to Charlson Excavating of Clear Lake.  He stated that the City has now received the contract and bonds and the certificate of insurance from the Contractor and that the documents have been reviewed by City staff and the Project engineer and have been found to be in compliance with the Project specifications.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT AND BONDS FOR THE 19TH S. 3RD STREET PROJECT:  PHASE 1 (BUILDING DEMOLITION AND SITE GRADING)

John Marino, Building Official, gave an update on the Fire Station Building Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #6 in the amount of $255,606.69 to Henkel Construction of Mason City.  Furleigh moved to approve Pay Estimate #6, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Lieutenant Jim Finstad, Fire Department, reviewed Change Order #2 and stated that the change order request would result in an increase of $877.08 to the total contract.  Unsworth moved to approve Change Order #2, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed 2011 Fiscal Year Budget Amendment and stated that Council would need to set the date and time for a public hearing to amend the 2011 fiscal year budget.  He noted the amendment is necessary due to the Golf Course acquisition; and revising revenues & expenditures for estimates of work to be completed on the Fire Station Project and the CDBG Sanitary Sewer Project.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION SETTING A PUBLIC HEARING TO AMEND THE 2010 – 2011 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE

Greg Peterson, Police Chief, updated the Council regarding the patrol officer vacancy and stated that Eric Hythacker who is currently serving as a part-time patrol officer has been promoted to the full-time position.

Mayor Crabb requests that the re-appointment of Jana Severtson, 908 1st Ave N., to the Library Board of Trustees (6-year term, beginning 7/1/11) be approved.  Callanan moved to approve the re-appointment of Jana Severtson to the Library Board of Trustees, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Weigel gave an update on the following:  2nd Avenue N. Street Reconstruction Project; Tourist Park Improvement Project; and CDBG Sanitary Sewer Collection System Improvement Project (Phase 1).

There being no further business before the Council, Callanan moved to adjourn at 7:05 p.m., seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
