Council Meeting 9/06/2011


REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, September 6, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Pro-Tem Mike Callanan presiding.  All Council Members present.

Unsworth moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson, moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Unsworth:

A. Minutes – August 29, 2011.

B. Approval of the bills & claims.

C. Licenses & Permits: 

· Tax Abatement Application:  Christopher Hacker, 404 Pine Brooke Drive.
Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, stated that following the meeting on August 29th the City Clerk submitted the reprecincting and ward plan materials to the Iowa Secretary of State’s Office and after their review they are requiring the City revise the legal description for either precinct 1 or 2 to include “the portion of the city’s corporate limits lying within the Lake”.  He further stated that although the Secretary of State’s office acknowledged no one can live there, the Census Bureau considers portions of the lake within a census tract and as such should be included in the description.  City Attorney, Charlie Biebesheimer, commented that he spoke to the Secretary of State’s office and advised them that the description followed the same boundaries around the Lake Shore as was approved by that office previously.  Unsworth moved that Ordinance #802 “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION FOR PRECINCTS & WARDS 1 AND 2 TO INCLUDE THE PORTION OF THE CITY’S CORPORATION LIMITS LYING WITHIN THE LAKE OF CLEAR LAKE”, be approved on the first reading, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Cooney moved that the rules requiring an ordinance be considered and voted on for passage at two council meeting prior to this meeting be suspended with respect to Ordinance #802, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION FOR PRECINCTS & WARDS 1 AND 2 TO INCLUDE THE PORTION OF THE CITY’S CORPORATION LIMITS LYING WITHIN THE LAKE OF CLEAR LAKE”, seconded by Unsworth.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved and Unsworth seconded that Ordinance #802, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION FOR PRECINCTS & WARDS 1 AND 2 TO INCLUDE THE PORTION OF THE CITY’S CORPORATION LIMITS LYING WITHIN THE LAKE OF CLEAR LAKE”, be adopted on the final reading.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a proposal to enter into a Development & Reimbursement Agreement with the Clear Lake Business & Industrial Development Corporation (CLEDC) and stated that the agreement will enable certain storm sewer improvements to be constructed and dedicated to the City, within the Industrial Park 3rd Addition, which will enable the prospective future development of the remaining undeveloped lots and that the anticipated cost of the Project is $38,000, including construction and engineering costs.  He noted that at its previous meeting the Council had established the date and time for a public hearing on the proposed agreement for September 6th.

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed Development & Reimbursement Agreement with the Clear Lake Business & Industrial Development Corporation (CLEDC).

Brent Willett, representing the North Iowa Corridor EDC, encouraged the Council to vote to approve the agreement and stated that the improvements will assist with future development efforts of the parcels located in the 3rd addition.

Hearing no further public comment, Unsworth moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING DEVELOPMENT AND REIMBURSEMENT AGREEMENT WITH THE CLEAR LAKE BUSINESS & INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

CORPORATION AND PLEDGING CERTAIN TAX INCREMENT REVENUES

TO THE PAYMENT OF THE AGREEMENT

Flory gave an update on the Tourist Park Improvement Project and stated that the project engineer has now filed the certificate of completion for the project.  He noted the total value of the revised construction contract was $158,683.39, however, the total final value of the work completed on the Project was $151,452.14.  He further noted that the City had budgeted $210,000 for the project.  Flory reviewed Pay Estimate #3 (final) in the amount of $2,351.25 to Wicks Construction of Decorah, Iowa.  Furleigh moved to approve Pay Estimate #3, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING WORK

Flory gave an update on the 2nd Avenue N. Street Reconstruction Improvement Project and stated that the City has received the Final Plat & Schedule of Assessments from the project engineer and the Council would need to act on a Resolution adopting and levying the final schedule of assessments.  He noted that the total final assessment amount assessed to the affected property owners is $45,791.72.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-76

A RESOLUTION ADOPTING AND LEVYING FINAL SCHEDULE OF ASSESSMENTS, AND PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF

Flory gave an update on the Sanitary Sewer Collection System Rehabilitation Project and stated that the project engineer has now filed the certificate of completion for the project.  He noted that the total contract price was $167,928 and the total value of the work completed on the Project was $150,643.51, which is 10.3% less than the amount of the contract.  Jason Petersburg, Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed Pay Estimate #1 (final) in the amount of $143,111.33 to Municipal Pipe & Tool, Hudson, Iowa.  Unsworth moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-77

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING WORK

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, requested that the dates for the fall “Large Item Pick-up” be scheduled for Monday, October 10th through Thursday, October 13th.  Furleigh moved to set the dates for the fall “Large Item Pick up” as requested by Weigel, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously

Weigel gave an update on the CDBG Sanitary Sewer Collection System Improvement Project (Phase 1).

Flory stated that as a follow up to an issue brought up at an earlier Council meeting that the landscaping located in the median at the City parking lot behind the 300 block of Main Avenue has been modified and brick pavers added to the median.

Petersburg reviewed a Change Order Proposal Request for the 7th Avenue N. Storm Sewer Outlet to Willow Creek as part of the CDBG Sanitary Sewer Collection System Improvement Project and stated that it would be more cost effective for the City to complete the improvements as a part of the CDBG Project.  He noted that he has requested a price quote from R&R Excavating for the Change Order request and expects to have the price quote in the next few days.  He further noted that the estimate of construction costs is $75,000.

There being no further business before the Council, Nelson moved to adjourn at 7:39 p.m., seconded by Furleigh.  Passed Unanimously.
