Council Meeting 4/20/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, April 20, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.  Council Member Nelson arrived at 6:50 p.m.

Boehnke moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – April 6, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class B Beer, Class C native Wine Permit, with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Oak Hills Par 30; Class C Liquor License with Outdoor Service, MNG Restaurant Corp dba District 619, (renewals).
· Excavator’s License:  Navratil Excavating, Mason City, West Union Trenching, West Union; Jennings Excavating, Clear Lake; Dean Snyder Construction, Clear Lake; Morts Inc., Latimer; (renewals).
· Street Closing Request:  Clear Lake Fishing Club Walleye Classic, May 16th & 17th.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.  

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Flory reviewed the proposed 2015 Alley Improvement Project and stated that at its regular meeting on March 16th the City Council set the date for the public hearing on the proposed Project plans, specifications, form of contract, and estimate of cost for April 20th at 6:30 p.m., as well as the date for a Project bid letting for April 15th at 11:00 a.m.  He advised the location of the project is the public alley between Main Avenue and 1st Avenue N. and between N. 4th Street and the mid-block intersection and that the project generally includes the removal of the existing alley pavement and PCC alley approach, including curb and gutter along N. 4th Street.  Mike Danburg, P.E., SEH Yaggy, stated that at the letting a total of one bid was received from Larson Contracting of Lake Mills, Iowa in the amount of $34,867.25.  He noted that the engineer’s opinion of the probable cost of construction was $37,975 and that the project is set to be completed by not later than June 19th.  

Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the public hearing on the proposed 2015 Alley Improvement Project as previously established by the Council.  Hearing no public comment, Boehnke moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Brant.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

Boehnke introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION MAKING AN AWARD OF CONTRACT

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #2 in the amount of $46,828.35 to Dean Snyder Construction of Clear Lake.  Boehnke moved to approve Pay Estimate #2, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.



Flory reviewed the final plat for P & J’s 1st Subdivision and stated that the proposed subdivision is located within 2 miles of the corporate limits of the City and that by Ordinance the City has “extra-territorial” subdivision review authority and this provides the City with the legal authority to review the proposed subdivision.  Mike Ritter, Building Official, stated that the Planning & Zoning Commission considered the request at its April 7th meeting and voted to recommend approval of the proposed subdivision by the City Council.  Flory noted that there are no infrastructure improvements are proposed as part of the subdivision.  Brant introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING P & J 1ST SUBDIVISION
TO CERRO GORDO COUNTY, IOWA

Flory reviewed the Sunset Ridge Subdivision Development and stated that the City entered into a development agreement with Sunset Ridge LLC back in August of 2007 and that the City and Developer later amended the development agreement in September of 2008 to revise the project phasing and schedule.  He advised that the City and Developer now propose to amend the development for a 2nd time to modify the development schedule.  Flory stated the proposed development is ultimately a roughly 40-lot residential subdivision located north of Pine Brooke Addition and would be developed in three separate phases.  He also noted that preliminary engineering and subdivision design work is underway and it is anticipated that construction of the infrastructure for proposed development would begin this may and be completed by November.  Brant introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-18

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SECOND AMENDMENT TO ORIGINAL DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT FOR SUNET RIDGE SUBDIVISION

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dave Parks, Veteran’s Memorial Task Force, stated that the Veteran’s Memorial Task Force has met multiple times over the last several months and members have received over 150 emails, over 50 hand written or typed letters, numerous phone calls and conducted many face to face interviews with citizens, visitors, veterans; all gave their opinion on their favorite or least favorite location for the memorial.  He stated as a task force their assignment was to provide input to the council on the best location to construct the Veteran’s Memorial and that the ultimate goal was to try and come to a unanimous decision.  Parks stated that after a vote was taken four members of the task force were in favor of the Seawall location and four members were in favor of placing the memorial at the corner of 8th Street and Main Avenue.  Mayor Crabb thanked Parks and the task force members for serving on the committee and stated that since the committee did not come to a majority decision that no council action would be taken at this time.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following:  N Shore Drive Street Improvement Project, City-owned decorative street light retro-fit project, and the Northwest Water Tower Improvement Project.

Weigel also reviewed the bids received for the sale of the City’s 1979 IHC Truck Loader with 1973 SnoGo rotary snow blower and stated that the highest bid was $1,000 more than the trade-in value.

Flory reminded the Council of the retirement reception for John Marino on Thursday, April 30th from 4:00 to 6:00 p.m.



There being no further business before the Council, Boehnke moved to adjourn at 7:21 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
