Council Meeting 12/15/2014

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 15, 2014, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chamber, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  Council Members present:  Callanan, Nelson, Hugi, Boehnke.  Absent:  Brant.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – December 1, 2014
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Excavator’s License:  Cole Excavating, Greene, (new).
· Tree Trimmer’s License:  Clapper Tree Service, Clear Lake, (renewal).
· Solid Waste Hauler License:  Waste Management, Mason City, (renewal).
· Tax Abatement Application:  Kenneth Krause, 1004 and 1006 Nash Court.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.  

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the North Shore Drive Street Reconstruction Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #5 in the amount of $312,073.73 to Wicks Construction of Decorah, Iowa.  Hugi moved to approve Pay Estimate #5, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Petersburg gave an update on the Northwest Water Tower Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #10 in the amount of $96,739.45 to Landmark Structures of Fort Worth, Texas.  Nelson moved to approve Pay Estimate #10, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, gave an update on the City Hall/Police Department Renovation Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #10 in the amount of $44,289.25 to King-Knutson Construction of Clear Lake.  Boehnke moved to approve Pay Estimate #10, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Flory reviewed the Groves 2nd Residential Subdivision and stated that in the summer of 2010, the Planning & Zoning Commission and the City Council approved the preliminary plat for Groves Addition (Phase 2) which is located east of Groves Addition (Phase 1), between N. 6th & and 7th Streets on the north side of 14th Ave N.  He stated the developer bid the underground improvements in October of 2010 and in response to favorable construction bidding, the developer proposed to alter the construction sequencing of the overall master plan and proceed and combine the future phase 3 with the proposed phase 2.  Flory advised that this resulted in the previously approved preliminary plat for Phase 2 being amended to also include the additional 11 building lots proposed for the future phase 3 for a total of 22 lots.  He also stated the Project engineer has now filed with the City a Certificate of Completion, attesting that all the punch list work items have now been completed and that there is also a 2-year maintenance bond on the improvements, which begins from the date of the acceptance by the developer and the City.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, ACCEPTING THE OFFER OF DEDICATION FOR STREET RIGHT-OF-WAY AND EASEMENTS FOR PUBLIC USE AS SHOWN ON THE FINAL PLAT, ACCEPTING THE PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS (WATER, SANITARY SEWER, STORM SEWER, AND STREETS WITH ALL RELATED IMPROVEMENTS) FOR MAINTENANCE, ACCEPTING THE SUBDIVISION MAINTENANCE BOND, AND RELEASING THE SUBDIVISION PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE FOR THE GROVES SECOND RESIDENTIAL SUBDIVISION

Petersburg gave an update on the N. 6th Street Improvement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $57,447.93 to Heartland Asphalt of Mason City.  Boehnke moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an overview of the pre-construction conference for the Water Treatment Plant High Service Pumps Replacement Project that was held on December 9th.

There being no further business before the Council, Hugi moved to adjourn at 6:50 p.m., seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.
