Council Meeting 12/1/2014

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 1, 2014, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chamber, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Hugi:

A.  Minutes – November 3, 2014
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Outdoor Service and Sunday Sales, The Other Place, (renewal).
· Excavator’s License:  Country Landscapes, Ames, (new).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.  

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, stated that the annual audit report has been completed for the City of Clear Lake for the fiscal year ending on June 30, 2014 and that State law requires that a certified public accounting firm make an annual audit of the financial statements of all the departments of the City.  He further stated that in May, 2013, the City Council approved a 5-year agreement with Bohnsack & Frommelt LLP for professional City audit services and that the City is now completing the second audit covered by that 5-year agreement.  He advised that following acceptance of the audit report by the council, a copy will be filed with the State Auditor’s office.

Ms. Sarah Bohnsack, Bohnsack & Frommelt LLP, gave an overview of the City of Clear Lake Fiscal Year 2014 Audit Report and reviewed the findings, conclusions, and recommendations.  She also gave an overview of the total revenues and expenditures for Fiscal Year 2014.  Callanan moved to accept the 2014 Municipal Audit Report, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Tim Moreau, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update on the Northwest Water Tower Improvement Project and reviewed Change Order #2.  He stated that due to the earlier than anticipated cold temperatures the contractor had to shut down final construction operations at the site on November 21st.  Moreau reviewed a proposed Change Order that would adjust the substantial completion date to May 9, 2015 and the final completion date to June 8, 2015.  He advised that the `contractor would return in the spring as soon as the weather permits to complete the interior coating, site grading, fencing, and concrete work in front of the pedestal.  He further stated that the contractor, in consideration of the time extension, has offered to complete the demolition of the current northwest water tower at no cost to the City.  Flory stated that the contractor, as part of the demolition process, will install two new service lines to 3 Four Winds Drive and 10 Four Winds Drive, which will allow the City to eliminate a 4” watermain.  Flory also estimated the value of the proposed Change Order at $40,000.  City Attorney John Sorenson advised the Council that it was his opinion the proposed Change Order was a fair and reasonable proposal.  After general discussion, Hugi moved to approve Change Order #2, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a proposed Resolution authorizing the reimbursement of funds expended from the Water Revenue Fund from the proceeds of the Tax Increment Fund for the Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump Replacement Project.  He indicated the auditors have suggested this be done by Council Resolution.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE REIMBURSEMENT OF FUNDS EXPENDED FROM THE WATER REVENUE FUND FROM THE PROCEEDS OF THE TAX INCREMENT FUND FOR THE PURPOSES OF THE WATER TREATMENT PLANT HIGH SERVICE PUMP REPLACEMENT PROJECT

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the N. Shore Drive Street Reconstruction Project, N. 6th Street Project, and an update on the new 2014 International Snow Plow.

Flory gave an update regarding the Library Director search process and stated that the search committee has concluded with the interview process and that it is anticipated that an appointment will be recommended by the committee, submitted for approval of the Board, and announced publicly at the next Library Board of Trustees meeting.  He advised the next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, December 9th at 5:15 p.m. in the conference room at the Library.

Flory also gave an update regarding the City Hall/Police Department Building Renovation Project and reminded the Council that the completion date for the project is December 31, 2014.

There being no further business before the Council, Brant moved to adjourn at 7:16 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
