SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in special session on Monday, December 29, 2014, at 8:30 a.m., in the Council Chamber, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Hugi:

A. Licenses & Permits: 
· Tree Trimmer’s License:  Cutting Edge Tree Services, Mason City; Jim’s Tree Service, Ventura, (renewals).
· Tax Abatement Application:  Jessica Kalvig, 609 Pine Brooke Drive.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed a request from Project Windmill Realty LLC to submit an application to the Iowa Economic Development Authority’s High Quality Jobs program and stated that it has been anticipated for some time now that authorization from the Council to submit an application would be formally considered prior to the year’s end (2014).  He stated that subsequent to Council authorization, the Project application will be finalized and forwarded to the State for its consideration at an upcoming regular meeting in February, 2015.  He advised that the Project entails the construction of a 340,000 square foot regional distribution center, on Lots 6 & 7 in the Larry Luker Memorial Industrial Park, to be occupied ultimately by a Fortune 100 company who would create 164 full-time positions at the facility with a total Project capital investment of $65 million.  He noted that the Cerro Gordo County Board of Supervisors will also act on a Resolution to approve the application to the Iowa Economic Development Authority at their meeting on January 29th.  Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:
