Council Meeting 2/16/2015
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The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 16, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Boehnke moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Brant moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – February 2, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Excavator’s License:  A Plus Skidloader Services, Boone, (renewal).
· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License with Sunday Sales, North Iowa Cultural Center & Museum; Class B wine Permit, Class C Beer Permit, Class E Liquor License with Sunday Sales, Clear Lake Payless Foods; Class C Liquor License with Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Veterans Memorial Golf Club; Class B Liquor License with Catering Privilege, Outdoor Service & Sunday Sales, Best Western Holiday Motor Lodge, (renewals).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.  

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed 2015 Sewer Rehabilitation Project and stated that one of the major capital improvement projects for FY 15 involves the rehabilitation of approximately 5,300 LF of sewer pipe, with point repairs and manholes, using the Cured-In-Place Pipe Technology.  He stated that at the January 19th regular meeting the City Council set the date for the project bid letting and public hearing on the proposed plans & specifications and that the bid letting was held on February 11th with a total of three bids opened.  He advised that the lowest responsive, responsible, bid was submitted by Visu-Sewer of Pewaukee, Wisconsin in the amount of $232,074.30 for the base bid.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, stated that the engineer’s opinion of probable cost of construction is $292,873, making the base bid of Visu-Sewer 10.8% below the estimate.  He advised that there was an “alternate” bid item for the lining of a 24” diameter line that runs below ground across US Highway 18 and the bid submitted for the work was $28,751.25, which is 1.9% below the engineer’s estimate of the probable cost of construction.  He noted that this work will be funded entirely by the Iowa DOT and the City will receive reimbursement from them upon project completion.  Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the Public Hearing on the 2015 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation Improvement Project as previously established by the Council.  Boehnke moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Brant.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-02

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS,
FORM OF CONTRACT, AND ESTIMATE OF COST FOR THE 2015 SEWER REHABILITAION IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-03

A RESOLUTION MAKING AN AWARD OF CONTRACT

Flory reviewed a request from Northern Natural Gas Company to make some modifications to its border station facility located at the intersection of 14th Avenue N and Buddy Holly Place and stated that as a result of the proposed improvements, the Company has inquired with the City about the possibility that some of its equipment may encroach into the City’s right-of-way adjacent to Buddy Holly Place.  He noted that at its previous Council meeting, the Council gave its consent to initiate the process to vacate and sell a portion of its ROW to Northern Natural Gas Company and that the next step in the process involves setting the proposal for a public hearing.  He advised that it is proposed that a public hearing date be set for the March 2nd regular City Council meeting and that notice be published in the newspaper.  Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-04

A RESOLUTION INITIATING PROCEDURES FOR THE VACATION AND SALE OF A PORTION OF EXCESS RIGHT-OF-WAY AND SETTING THE DATE FOR A HEARING WHEN THE ISSUE OF VACATION AND SALE WILL BE HEARD AND DETERMINED BY THE COUNCIL

Flory gave an update on the City Hall/Police Department Renovation Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #12 in the amount of $61,136.36 to King Construction of Clear Lake.  Hugi moved to approve Pay Estimate #12, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the 2016 Fiscal Year Budget proposal and stated that the proposed City tax rate for the 2016 fiscal year is $10.54/$1,000 of taxable valuation and that this would be the fifth consecutive year that the City taxed at that rate.  He further stated that the proposed FY 16 budget reflects total expenditures among the various programs of $12,141,766; of which $7.2 million is directed towards operations & maintenance; $3.85 million towards capital; and $1.1 million towards debt service.  Flory advised that the Council should at this time adopt a “preliminary” budget, and set March 2nd as the date for the public hearing on the proposed FY 16 budget.  Nelson moved to adopt a “preliminary” budget and set March 2nd at 6:30 p.m. as the date for the public hearing on the budget, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Mike Keefe and Jim Finstad, representing the Clear Lake Fire Department, addressed the Council regarding a financial donation that they have been made aware of that the department will be receiving.  Keefe stated that the family making the donation is wishing to remain anonymous at this point in time and that they have specified what the donation can be used for.  He further stated that the funds will be used to purchase a brass pole to be installed in the fire station and for the purchase of a fire & rescue boat that will be used in the lake for fighting fires from the boat itself but also can be used as a portable fire hydrant to pump water out of the lake to fight a fire on the South Shore of the lake.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, reviewed the proposed N Shore Drive Street Lighting Project and stated that six quotes were received and opened and that the lowest quote proposal was from Culver Hahn of Mason City in the amount of $68,002.00 for the purchase of 22 street light fixtures.

Weigel also gave an update on the Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump Improvement Project.

Flory reminded the Council of the Confirmation Announcement regarding Project Windmill Realty LLC on February 19th at 8:35 a.m.

There being no further business before the Council, Brant moved to adjourn at 7:58 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
