Council Meeting 2/2/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, February 2, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  Council Members present:  Brant, Callanan, Hugi, and Boehnke.  Absent:  Nelson.

Boehnke moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Brant moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – January 19, 2015; January 23 & 29, 2015 (workshops).
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class B Native Wine Permit (WBN) with Sunday Sales, Lake Coffee & Ice Cream, (renewal).
· Street Closing Request:  Clear Lake Farmer’s Market, 2nd Avenue N from N 8th Street to N 9th Street, Saturday, may 23rd through Saturday, October 17th.

Roll Call:  All Ayes.  

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed W 7th Avenue N Watermain Project and stated that it is one of the major capital improvement projects the City anticipates for FY 16 and involves the reconstruction of the City’s water main on W. 7th Avenue N, between 19th Street W and N Shore Drive.  He stated that the existing water main in this segment is a combination of 8” and 6” cast iron material and the City has experienced a high volume of water main breaks on this segment of the distribution system over the last twenty years.  Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the proposed professional services agreement for the project and stated that the project consists of constructing a new 12” diameter PVC watermain roughly 2,700 LF in length.  He stated the probable cost of construction is approximately $330,000 and the anticipated date of the bid letting is July 1, 2015 and construction completion by October 30, 2015.  Flory advised that the Council has tentatively appropriated $380,000 as a project budget, with engineering design in the FY 15 budget and construction in the FY16 budget.  Hugi moved to approve the Professional Services Agreement for the W 7th Avenue N Watermain Improvement Project, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a request from Northern Natural Gas Company to make some modifications to its border station facility located at the intersection of 14th Avenue N and Buddy Holly Place and stated that as of the result of the proposed improvements, the Company has inquired with the City about the possibility that some of its equipment may encroach into the City’s right-of-way adjacent to Buddy Holly Place.  He stated the City has an extraordinarily wide ROW at this location and the intrusion into the ROW would be minimal.  Flory advised the Council could consider a sale of a portion of its ROW, granting an easement in perpetuity, or a ROW encroachment permit, if it so inclined.  Tony Stucchi, Northern Natural Gas Company, stated that the Company would like to be able to access their equipment for service purposes, if and when necessary and simply wants to ensure that it has legal authority to do so within the City’s ROW.  Callanan moved that the Council consider conveying a17’ x 15’ portion of its ROW by sale to Northern Natural Gas, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.
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Flory reviewed the proposed changes to the Building and Zoning Official Job Description and stated that the last time it was updated and approved was in 2000.  He advised the current building official has announced that he will retire in April, 2015 and a position announcement was published in the newspaper on January 28, 2015 with applications due on February 5, 2015.  Hugi moved to approve the revised Building and Zoning Official Job Description, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the N. Shore Drive Project – Street Lighting Fixtures and stated that City staff and the consulting engineer are getting ready to seek competitive quotes from the various street lighting distributors for the fixtures for the N. Shore Drive Street Reconstruction Project.  He advised that the N. Shore Drive Street Reconstruction project included cost for wiring and fixture foundations, but not the actual fixture itself.  He noted that the City budgeted for the fixtures to be purchased and installed by the City independently of the N. Shore Drive construction contract.  Petersburg gave an overview of the proposed fixtures to be installed and stated that the delivery time is 8 to 9 weeks for the fixtures.

Flory gave an overview of the FY 16 Municipal budget proposal and stated that the Council will set the date for a public hearing on the proposed budget at its next regular City Council meeting.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump Project and the LED light retro-fit project.

Flory gave an update on the City Hall/Police Department Renovation Project.

There being no further business before the Council, Brant moved to adjourn at 7:58 p.m., seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.
