Council Meeting 1/19/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 19, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Pro-Tem Mike Callanan presiding.  Council Members present:  Brant, Callanan, Hugi, and Nelson.  Absent:  Boehnke.

Hugi moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Brant:

A. Minutes – January 5, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class E Liquor License, Class B Wine Permit, Class C Beer Permit (Carryout Beer), Fareway Stores; Class B Wine Permits and Class C Beer Permits with Sunday Sales, Back Alley Wine of Clear Lake; (renewals).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.  

Mayor Pro-Tem Callanan announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed 2015 Sewer Rehabilitation Project and stated that for many years the City has aggressively pursued sanitary sewer lining projects designed to address inflow/infiltration issues and that the technology used allows rehabilitation of failing sewer mains in place without having to resort to costly excavation.  He noted the method is not only more cost effective but it also prevents degradation of the roadway structural integrity that inevitably follows the traditional trench and replace method.  Flory stated that the Project plans & specifications were discussed in detail at the January 5th City Council meeting and that the Council indicated that staff should proceed with preparation of final design plans & specifications.  He requested that the Council set the date for a Project bid letting for February 11th at 11:00 a.m. and also set the date for a public hearing on the plans & specifications, as well as consideration of an award of contract for February 16th at 6:30 p.m.  Flory advised that the Council budgeted $300,000 for the project and that the estimated cost of construction is $294,125.  He noted the Project is anticipated to begin in early April and that the Project completion date is June 26th.  Brant introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-Tem declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-01

A RESOLUTION FIXING THE DATE FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT, AND ESTIMATE OF COST, AND SETTING THE DATE FOR A BID LETTING ON THE PROPOSED 2015 SEWER REHABILIATION IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

Flory introduced a proposal to purchase a front-end loader-mounted commercial rotary snow blower and stated that as part of the 2015 fiscal year budget, the Council allocated $160,000 for the purchase of a new front-end loader-mounted rotary snow blower for the Public Works department.  He stated the Council previously authorized the issuance of a Request for Proposals (RFP) authorizing proposals to be solicited and received by the City and that those were received by the Public Works Director on January 13thh with a total of two proposals being submitted.  Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, reviewed the proposals received and stated that the department’s recommendation is to purchase the SnoGo MP3D, with trade of the 2979 IHC with 1973 SnoGo, for a net price of $140,858 from Trans-Iowa Equipment of Ankeny, Iowa.  He stated that although not the least costly proposal received, design issues, including weight, as well as performance history factored strongly into the department recommendation.  Flory advised that delivery is anticipated within 120 days of when the order is placed.  After general discussion by the Council, Brant moved to approve the purchase of the SnoGo MP3D from Trans-Iowa Equipment as recommended by the department, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory gave an update on the City Hall/Police Department Renovation Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #11 in the amount of $42,149.98 to King Construction of Clear Lake.  Hugi moved to approve Pay Estimate #11, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory gave an update regarding the State Electrical & Inspection Program and stated that the State of Iowa recently adopted administrative rule changes that require all electrical inspectors to be licensed by the State effective January 1, 2015.  Flory advised that last winter, the City’s Building Official provided notice of intent to retire by December 31, 2014, which was later mutually extended to April of 2015, therefore he did not seek licensure under the State to continue to be able to perform electrical inspections.  John Marino, Building Official, stated that the State has assigned an electrical inspector to each of Iowa’s 99 counties and that most electrical contractors and electricians are already very familiar with the program.  Flory stated that it is recommended that the City discontinue its local electrical permitting and inspection program and request that work be performed by and under the aegis of the State.  He advised that if the City would wish at some later point to re-establish such a program the opportunity is not precluded in any way by participating in the State program at this time.  Brant moved to submit a letter of request to the State of Iowa to perform local electrical permitting & inspection functions, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Chad Shreck, Executive Director, North Iowa Corridor Economic Development Corporation (NICEDC), gave an update on the 4th quarter activities of the NICEDC.

Tom Lovell, Veterans Memorial Golf Club Foundation, gave an annual report of the 2014 golf season at the Veterans Memorial Golf Club and stated that the number of memberships was up approximately 15% from the 2013 season.

Drew Sweers, Veenstra & Kimm, gave an overview of the draft report of the 2015 City-Wide Strategic Sidewalk Plan.  Flory stated the report would be used during the upcoming budget workshops to assist the Council in budgeting for a future project.

There being no further business before the Council, Brant moved to adjourn at 7:52 p.m., seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.
