Council Meeting 12/15/2014

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 5, 2015, at 4:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Boehnke moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Hugi moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Callanan:

A. Minutes – December 15 & 29, 2014
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class C Beer Permit (BC) and Class B Wine Permit with Sunday Sales, Dollar General Store, (renewal).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.  

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, gave an update and reviewed the proposed Sanitary/Storm Sewer Rehabilitation Project and stated that the City Council budgeted $300,000 in FY 15 for this project.  He stated that along with the lining of sanitary sewer mains that several storm sewer mains would be lined as part of this project.  He reviewed the project time line and stated that the engineer’s opinion of probable cost of construction is $298,000.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, reviewed a proposed Request for Proposals for a front-end loader mounted commercial rotary snow blower and stated that as part of the FY 15 budget the Council allocated $160,000 for the purchase of a new front-end loader-mounted rotary snow blower for the Public Works Department.  He stated the City’s newest front-end loader-mounted rotary snow blower, which was purchased in 2001, is a SnoGo MP3D, with approximately 527 hours on it, and is used primarily on the City’s Case 721D front-end loader.  He advised that the City currently relies on a 1979 IHC loader, with a 1961 and a 1973 SnoGo rotary snow blower head(s) as backup and that the backup requires substantial maintenance and parts are becoming more difficult to locate.  He stated the proposed RFP authorizes bids to be solicited and are due to the Public Works Director on January 13, 2015 with Council consideration of the bid proposals at the January 19, 2015 regular meeting.  Nelson moved to approve and authorize the issuance of an RFP by City Council, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.

Weigel gave an update on the 12th Avenue S Street Resurfacing Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #2 in the amount of $10,096.25 to Heartland Asphalt of Mason City.  Boehnke moved to approve Pay Estimate #2, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, gave an update on the City Hall/Police Department Renovation Project and stated that a progress meeting will be held with King Construction, the general contractor on the project, on Thursday, January 8th.

Flory stated that he has received the January 1, 2014 property valuation report from the County Auditor’s office and that property valuations were up approximately 4.5%.

There being no further business before the Council, Brant moved to adjourn at 4:55 p.m., seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.
