Council Meeting 7/6/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, July 6, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Mayor Crabb asked that the agenda be amended by deleted Item #6D under New Business and by adding the following license request:

	Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial), Half Moon Inn, (renewal).

Nelson moved the agenda be approved as amended, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Boehnke moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Brant:

A. Minutes – June 15, 25, & 29, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Sign Erector’s License:  Nagle Signs, Waterloo; Atwood Electric, Sigourney; (renewals).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.  There was no citizen comment.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mike Danburg, P.E., SEH Yaggy, reviewed the proposed 12th Avenue South Bridge Replacement Project and stated that the project primarily involves replacement of an existing 22-foot long single span, steel beam, bridge with a new 27’ clear span flat concrete slab bridge.  He further stated that the construction work will be divided into two phases with Phase 1 consisting of selected patching on 12th Ave S, east of the bridge; storm sewer intakes & piping; subdrain; and temporary aggregate surfacing and phase 2 work will include bridge construction and bridge approach paving.  He advised that construction is anticipated to begin after Labor Day and that the completion date for Phase 1 of the project is November 13, 2015 and the completion date for Phase 2 of the project is May 31, 2016.  Scott Flory, City Administrator, stated it is proposed to set the date for the Project bid letting for 11:00 a.m. on July 30th and the date for the public hearing on the proposed plans & specifications for August 3rd.  Flory noted that the probable cost of construction for the project is $315,000.  Nelson introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION FIXING THE DATE FOR A PUBLIC HEARING ON PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT & ESTIMATE OF COST, AND SETTING THE DATE FOR A BID LETTIGN ON THE PROPOSED 12TH AVENUE SOUTH BRIDGE REPLACEMENT PROJECT AND FOR TAKING OF BIDS THEREFOR

Mike Ritter, Building Official, gave an update on the City Hall Roof Replacement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #2 in the amount of $34,627.50 to Midwest Roofing of Mason City.  Brant moved to approve Pay Estimate #2, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Danburg gave an update on the 2015 Alley Improvement Project and stated that at its regular meeting on April 20th the Council approved a contract with Larson Contracting of Lake Mills in the amount of $34,867.25.  He advised that he has now filed the certificate of completion with the City Clerk, indicating that all work has now been completed in conformance with the project plans & specifications and that the final value of work completed was $35,403.77.  Danburg reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $33,633.58 to Larson Contracting of Lake Mills.  Boehnke moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.  Callanan introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Brant.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-31

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE WORK
Lieutenant Paul Chizek, gave an update on the advertisement for sealed bids on the former City police boat and stated that the highest bid received was for $9.000.  Hugi moved to approve the sale of the City police boat to the highest bidder at $9,000, seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.

Mayor Crabb reviewed the Police Chief selection process and stated that the Council interviewed three finalists in closed session and that following those interviews it was the consensus of the Council to appoint Mr. Pete Roth to the position of Chief of Police.  Boehnke moved to approve the appointment of Mr. Pete Roth as Chief of Police of Clear Lake, seconded by Hugi.  Passed Unanimously.  Mayor Crabb stated that Roth would be sworn in as Chief of Police at the August 3rd Council meeting.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following projects:  2015 Sewer Rehabilitation Improvement Project, N. Shore Drive Street Improvement Project, Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump Replacement Project, and the Northwest Water Tower Improvement Project.

Weigel also informed the Council that the loader-mounted SnoGo Rotary Snow Thrower has been delivered.

Flory stated that the US HWY 18 Resurfacing Project will begin this week.  Flory also reminded the Council of the bid letting for the W 7th Avenue N Watermain Improvement Project on June 15th at 11:00 a.m.

Flory stated that the N. 6th Street Improvement Project will be on the agenda for Council action at its July 20th meeting and that the proceedings will be to close out the project and to begin the final special assessment process.

There being no further business before the Council, Hugi moved to adjourn at 7:06 p.m., seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.
