Council Meeting 6/1/2015

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in regular session on Monday, June 1, 2015, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Nelson moved the agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Brant moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Hugi:

A. Minutes – May 18, 2015.
B. Approval of the bills & claims.
C. Licenses & Permits: 
· Liquor License:  Class B Wine Permit (WB) with Sunday Sales, Weathered Elements; Class B Native Wine Permit & Class C Beer Permit (BC), Louie’s Custom Meats, (renewals).
· Cigarette Permit:  Clear Lake Payless Foods; Quick Shop; Fareway Stores #705; Pilot Travel Center #407, (renewals).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen’s forum.

Mary Margaret Morris, 207 7th Avenue S, addressed the Council regarding the proposed Veteran’s Memorial and referenced the May 27th article in the Clear Lake Mirror Reporter quoting Council Member Callanan.  Morris indicated she took exception to Callanan’s comments from the Council meeting that the article referenced.

Boehnke moved that Ordinance #815 “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, NOW KNOWN AS STOP OR YIELD REQUIREMENTS, CHAPTER 65 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, BY CHANGING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 65.01 TO ADD CERTAIN STOP REQUIREMENTS AND 65.04 TO DELETE YIELD REQUIREMENTS”, be approved on the second reading, seconded by Nelson.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved that the rules requiring an ordinance be considered and voted on for passage at two council meetings prior to this meeting be suspended with respect to Ordinance #815, “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, NOW KNOWN AS STOP OR YIELD REQUIREMENTS, CHAPTER 65 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OFCLEAR LAKE, IOWA, BY CHANGING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 65.01 TO ADD CERTAIN STOP REQUIREMENTS AND 65.04 TO DELTE YIELD REQUIREMENTS”, and that said Ordinance be approved on the final reading, seconded by Hugi.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Mike Danburg, P.E., SEH Yaggy, gave an update on the 12th Avenue S Street Overlay Project and stated that the project is now substantially complete and that he has filed a Certificate of Completion with the City Clerk for the project.  Danburg also reviewed Pay Estimate #3 in the amount of $583.11 to Heartland Asphalt of Mason City.  Nelson moved to approve Pay Estimate #3, seconded by Brant.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Brant introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING WORK

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed a proposed extension to the Police Services Agreement with the City of Ventura and stated that the current agreement between the Cities of Ventura and Clear Lake is set to expire on June 30, 2015.  He stated that the proposed extension is for a 3-year period, beginning July 1, 2015 and ending June 30, 2015 and that the extension provides for a 2.5% annual increase for personnel costs, with FY 16 personnel costs set at $83,896.25.  He also stated the vehicle replacement fund also increased from $9,333 to $15,000 annually due to the ever increasing cost associated with the purchase and equipping of a new police patrol vehicle.  He advised that the fuel and vehicle maintenance is set at $3,000 of each year of the agreement.  Hugi moved to approve the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-25

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING APPROVAL OF A CHAPTER 28E INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF VENTURA, IOWA, AND THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, FOR THE PURPOSES OF PROVIDING LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES AND PROTECTION FOR THE CITY OF VENTURA, IOWA

Mike Ritter, City Building Official, gave an update regarding the City Hall Roof Replacement Project and reviewed Pay Estimate #1 in the amount of $93,024.00 to Midwest Roofing of Mason City.  Brant moved to approve Pay Estimate #1, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed a request to assign the Lady of the Lake lease and stated that owners Roger and Dotty Nordman have sold the Lady of the Lake to Jon Berhow and Scott & Niki Monson and are requesting that the current lease be assigned to the new owners.  He advised that the lease with the new owners will be for the term June 1, 2015 through June 30, 2018.  Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-26

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDMENT TO THE LADY OF THE LAKE LEASE TO PERMIT TRANSFER OF THE LAKESHORE LEASE AND TO EXTEND THE LEASE UNTIL JUNE 30, 2018, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR & CITY CLERK TO EXECUTE THE APPROPRIATE DOCUMENTS

Jason Petersburg, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the proposed plans & specifications for the proposed W. 7th Avenue N. Watermain Improvement Project and stated that the engineer’s estimate of probable cost of construction is $389,289.50.  He also reviewed the project schedule and stated that the bid letting is anticipated for July 15th with construction start date around August 10th and completion of construction prior to October 30th.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Flory reviewed the proposed Collective Bargaining Agreement between the City of Clear Lake and the Teamsters Local #238, representing the Clear Lake Police Department and stated the proposed agreement is a 3-year contract, with an effective date of July 1, 2015.  He noted the agreement provides for a 1.75% (July 1st) and a 1.5% (January 1st) wage & salary increase for each year of the contract and also provides for increased employee contributions to the monthly health insurance cost for each year of the agreement.  Nelson moved to approve the Collective Bargaining Agreement between the City of Clear Lake and the Teamsters Local #238, representing the Clear Lake Police Department, seconded by Boehnke.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Flory reviewed the proposed Employee wage and salary Resolution for the non-union employees and stated that the Resolution provides for a 1.75% increase effective July 1, 2015 and a 1.5% increase effective January 1, 2016.  Hugi introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 15-27

A RESOLUTION SETTING THE SALARIES FOR APPOINTED OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OF CLEAR LAKE FOR THE 2015-2016 BUDGET YEAR

Lieutenant Deb Ryg, gave an update regarding the purchase of two new patrol vehicles and stated that the department will be presenting the bids received to the Council at the next regular meeting for their consideration.

Mayor Crabb asked for Council approval of the re-appointment of Amy Hogg (908 6th Avenue S) and Scott Lester (1001 6th Avenue S) to the Park & Recreation Advisory Board for a term ending June 30, 2018.  Hugi moved to approve the re-appointments, seconded by Boehnke.  Passed Unanimously.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, gave an update on the following projects:  Traffic signal video detector upgrades; Water Treatment Plant High Service Pump(s) Improvement Project; 2015 Alley Project; North Shore Drive Street Re-construction Project; Northwest Water Tower Improvement Project; N. 6th Street Reconstruction Project; and the 2015 Sewer Rehabilitation Project.

Flory reminded the Council of the Pre-construction conference for the US HWY 18 Resurfacing Project on June 9th at the IDOT office in Britt.

There being no further business before the Council, Hugi moved to adjourn at 7:24 p.m., seconded by Brant.  Passed Unanimously.
