The next meeting of the Clear Lake City Council is scheduled for Monday,

March 17, 2014, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall.
Please refer to the enclosed agenda for the items discussed below.

ITEM #6A. 2014 Street Resurfacing Project. The Council conducted the
public hearing on the Resolution of Necessity at its regular meeting on
February 171, At that same meeting, the Council also set the date for the
public hearing on the proposed plans, specifications, form of contract,
and estimate of cost, as well as fixed the date for the bid letting. A
combined notice of hearing and letting was published in the newspaper,
as required by law.

On March 12, the project bid letting was conducted at City Hall. A total
of two (2) bids were received from two (2) separate general contractors.
The lowest responsive responsible bid was submitted by Heartland Asphalt
(Mason City) in the amount of $286,156.52. That is $16,603.48 (5.5%) below
the engineer's estimate of the probable cost of construction, which was
$302,760.

Notice to proceed is anticipated to be issued towards the end of April.
Construction is required to be completed by June 20,

ITEM #6B. North Shore Drive STP Project. At its regular meeting on March
3™, the Council awarded the construction contract for the project to Wicks
Construction (Decorah). The amount of the contract is $2,331,187.78.
The City has now received the partially-executed contract, bonds
(performance, payment, & maintenance), and Certificate of Liability
Insurance from the contractor. All these documents have been reviewed
by City staff and the project consultant and have been determined to be
in compliance with the Project’s contract documents specifications.

Construction on the underground infrastructure improvements will begin
on July 8" and should be completed by late-November. Construction on
the Phase 1 “above-grade” paving improvements will begin after Labor



Day. Phase 2 paving improvements will begin in April of 2015 and be
completed by June 12, 2015.

ITEM #6E. E. Main Avenue STP & TAP Project applications. Funding
applications for prospective eligible Surface Transportation Project (STP)

and Transportation Alternative Program (TAP) projects are due to the
North Iowa Area Council of Governments (NIACOG) office by March 21,
2014. There are limited locations within the City that are eligible for
these specific funding opportunities. Mainly, they are limited to the City’s
“federally classified” routes that are major collectors or above. STP funds
may not be used for engineering costs. Previous STP projects include
10* Avenue N., East Main Avenue; and S. Shore Drive,.

The grant applications are evaluated and ranked by the NIACOG technical
committee, but ultimately approved by the Policy Board. Upon approval,
the Projects would be incorporated into the FY *15-'18 TIP. The City’s
proposed STP & TAP applications are for funding for Federal fiscal year
2018, which would begin on October 1, 2017 and end on September 30,
2018. The City is anticipated to be eligible for roughly $333,000 in
funding through FY 18. Additionally, selected projects are subsequently
managed by the Iowa DOT.

The Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) is a Federal funding
program authorized as part of MAP-21. TAP is focused on providing safe
routes for non-motorized travel, including on- and off-road pedestrian
and bicycle facilities, access to public transportation, and schools, and
many other planning and design needs. TAP is a continuation of the
previous Transportation Enhancements (TE), Safe Routes to School
(SRTS), and Recreational Trails programs contained in previous federal
transportation legislation.

The City is proposing applying for STP funding for the reconstruction of a
Ya-mile of East Main Avenue, between S. 20" & S. 24" Streets. The

proposed TAP application is for the construction of designated “on-street”
bike lanes.

There is a 20% minimum local match required for both the STP and TAP

projects. The local commitment is demonstrated through approval of a
Resolution of the City Council.

East Main Avenue (S. 20" to S. 24" Streets) On-Street Bike Lane Project - The Next Chapter in
the Development of a Bicycle-Friendly Network for Clear Lake’s residents and visitors .

Main Avenue is a Collector street in the City of Clear Lake’s Federal Aid Road System and is heavily
traveled as a route from downtown to the east end of town. This street is also utilized by bicycles
as the existing Trolley Trail which connects Clear Lake to Mason City is connected to Main Avenue.

Main Avenue to the east of 24™ Street has dedicated on street bicycle lanes. This project would be
a continuation of the Main Street portion further to the east wherein on street bicycle lanes will be
incorporated into the project. The proposed Main Avenue typical section from 20" Street to 24"
Street will include two 12’ wide traveled lanes, two 5” wide bicycle lanes and on-street parking on
one side of the street. A proposed typical section can be seen on Attachment C.

The existing pavement along this segment of Main Avenue is in poor condition. Furthermore, this
segment has very poor drainage since it has no storm sewer or storm sewer intakes. This segment
does not have dedicated bike lanes: however, there are existing bike lanes to the east end and it
becomes share the road at 24™ Street. The City’s long term plan is to extend these dedicated bike
lanes along Main Avenue all the way to the downtown area.

This project will involve a complete reconstruction of Main Avenue from 20" Street to 24" Street.
The bicycle lane additions to the project, while minor when compared to the overall project scope,
will be great additions to the City’s and County’s overall bike and trail system. The bicycle lanes
were identified in the Cerro Gordo County Recreational Trails Plan. An excerpt of the plan can be
found at the end of this application. The most economical time to construct these bicycle lanes is
when the remainder of the street is being reconstructed. The City is requesting STP funds for the
street portion of the project and TAP funds for the bicycle lane enhancement portion of the project
to enable the entire project to be reconstructed simultaneously.

The finished trail will meet current design standards to provide bicyclists a safe route to get closer
to the downtown area. Just one block north of Main Avenue is a school. It is anticipated that
students will also utilize these bicycle lanes to travel to and from school. This will greatly enhance

the safety by providing a location for bicycles without having to share the same lane as the vehicle
traffic.

While this project is being constructed within Clear Lake City Limits, it will serve the region as it
interconnects with other trails that serve the county as well as neighboring Cities.

East Main Avenue (S. 20" to S. 24" Streets) On-Street Bike Lane Project — The Next Chapter in
the Development of a Bicycle-Friendly Network for Clear Lake’s residents and visitors

Bicycling is an important and growing transportation option in Clear Lake. The City has been
working to implement a long-term plan for a system of safe, coordinated, on-street bike routes &
trails throughout Clear Lake since the release of its recreation trails plan (2001). This Plan has
provided the foundation for improving the bicycling environment in and around Clear Lake-Mason
City area. It outlines policies and recommendations for physical facilities, education, and priority
projects. An excerpt from the plan is included at the end of this application.

Prior to final adoption of the Plan by the City Council, there were numerous public input
opportunities for stakeholders and interested citizens alike to attend and contribute towards the
development of the master plan. Additionally, many newspaper articles and feature stories
promoted the development of the Plan and accelerated Community awareness. To determine the
locations of the proposed bike lanes & trails, the suggestions that were received were then filtered
through a number of engineering considerations, including roadway widths and grades, and
connectivity to other bike lanes and to the rest of the on- and off-road system.

In 2002, the City applied for a Transportation Enhancement Grant to construct an extension of the
Trolley Trail which connects Clear Lake and Mason City. This is generally referenced as Trail #23
in the Plan. Clear Lake was awarded $235,600 in Enhancement funding. The Project was
completed and dedicated for public use in 2004. It is successfully maintained by the City to this
day. The proposed project that is the subject of this application represents a continuation of that
prior project and is generally referenced as Trail #21 in the master plan.

A general description of the proposed improvements would be to construct 5’ wide on-street bike
lanes on both sides of the street in conjunction with the reconstruction of East Main Avenue,
between S. 20" & S. 24" Streets. On-street parking would be maintained on the south side within
this proposed segment and a Type 3 trail, which would accommodate a bike lane adjacent to
parking, is proposed.

The public at-large and affected adjacent properties owners will be involved with the proposed
project through workshops and public hearings as the project develops.
