Total circulation was up from the previous year.  Jill has included an amendment for this budget year for repairs to one of the air conditioners.  The Friends of the Library have agreed to purchase two new computers for the library.  The library has joined a new, larger consortium (Iowa Digital Magazines) for its digital magazine collection from Zinio.  This will mean more titles available for less cost.  Representatives from the State Library will be coming to Clear Lake on March 8th to discuss a possible state-wide integrated library system. JONAS WESTOVER TO PRESENT SURF BALLROOM HISTORY
     On Friday, Feb. 5, Clear Lake native, Jonas Westover, will present his program, “The 1950s at the Surf Ballroom” at the Clear Lake Public Library, starting at 12 noon.  Interviews to collect personal stories about the Surf Ballroom will begin at 1 p.m.
     After completing a survey of the full decade of the ‘50s, his lecture will provide a larger look of the Surf during that time, pinpointing several events that made it an ideal, if last minute location for Buddy Holly’s tour.
     The defining event for the Surf Ballroom was the tragedy that followed the Winter Dance Party of 1959, but for people in North Iowa, the Surf held a different meaning as a center for cultural and civic events.  Westover will discuss how the Surf’s managers found ways to keep the venue rousing for the variety of music styles popular in the 1950s.
     Westover will focus on the musical experiences of three separate artists to create a backdrop as  musical life transform over the years, providing stories of success, struggle, and adaptation, as 1959 drew to a close.
DR. SEUSS BIRTHDAY PARTY
The Clear Lake Public Library is celebrating Dr. Seuss’ birthday with an open house on Monday, Feb. 29 from 5 to 7 p.m. A guest reader will read Dr. Seuss stories in the story corner at intervals during the evening.
