Librarian’s Report
	Library expenditures are at 82% for the year.  Circulation was up from last year by 1,161 items.   Lee Morales has made a donation of $200.00 to the Library Foundation for the purchase of a photograph of his daughter that the library owned.  Boiler update—FM Controls stopped in and changed the control system for the boilers.  They also agreed to submit a bid for the new control system that is due to be installed in a few months.  The Summer Reading Program has gotten off to a great start with large turnouts at the first two programs.
