DAVE ELLINGSON AT LIBRARY
Clear Lake High School alumnus Dave Ellingson has authored a book, “Paddle Pilgrim” following his 2012 kayak trip traveling the entire Mississippi River.  He will be at the Clear Lake Public Library Saturday, Sept. 19, at 11:30 a.m. in the meeting room talking about his experiences and signing his book.  “It had been on my bucket-list since I was a boy and read Huck Finn,” reports Ellingson, college professor and pastor, of his kayak journey.  “Paddle Pilgrim” recounts experiences from basking in a sublime sunset in Minnesota to dancing with a snake on an Arkansas sandbar. In addition to painting a kaleidoscope of vivid word pictures of river scenery, Ellingson writes movingly about the “interior landscapes” of solitude, silence, prayer, and communion with creation. 
Ellingson teaches courses in spirituality, environmental ethics, human development, and youth ministry at Trinity Lutheran College in Everett, Wash. He is a Lutheran pastor, Master Gardener, former distance runner and tri-athlete, and father of five grown children. He resides in Edmonds, Wash.

Children under the age of 5 will need a parent/guardian with them to use the computers/internet.  Scott made a motion to accept the updated policy.  Pat seconded.  Motion passed.
4. Control System Bids—Mike Ritter from the city compared the two bids for the control system.  His recommendation would be to go with the bid from FM Controls for $26,800.  The other bid was from Woodman for $34,600.  It was moved by Bennett and seconded by Tom to accept the bid of $26,800 from FM Controls.  Motion passed.
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New Business

1. Water filter for new boiler—Jill has received a quote of $1520.00 from Larsen’s Plumbing for installation of a water filter for the new boiler.  This does not include the $200.00 for electrical work that will need to be done.  Bennett made a motion to approve $1720.00 for installation of the water filter and the electrical work.  Pat seconded.  Motion passed.
