We'll learn about Hodgson's unconventional personal life and have the opportunity to ask Kathy our pressing questions about Victorian women’s lives, in general.  This will be high tea, but with a slight twist from past events; this time, bring your own favorite teacup and saucer! 

HUMANITIES SERIES –AMERICA AT WAR, IOWA AT WORK

Humanities Iowa History Series:
America at War-- Iowa at Work
All ages will be captivated by this 5-part series about the critical role Iowa played in America’s wartime history. We’ll learn of Iowa’s unique contribution (both home and abroad) to war efforts from the Civil War to World War II.
Tuesday, October 4, at 6:30pm. Camp Dodge: Home Away from Home, 1917-1918. Historian, Michael Vogt, Curator of the Iowa Gold Star Military Museum at Camp Dodge, will share the story of the camp, near Johnston, one of sixteen National Army Training Camps established in 1917 to train World War I draftees. Find out about camp life, military training and the effect of the deadly influenza pandemic of 1918 on Camp Dodge, in this gripping program.
Tuesday, October 18, at 6:30pm. Visit from the Front. Civil War reenactor O.J. Fargo will share the horror and tedium of a Union soldier’s life. Private Thomas Goodfellow (as he’s known in costume) will tell us about long hours (5:00am start, roll call, routine chores) broken up by terrifying calls to arms. We’ll have the opportunity to ask what life was REALLY like at the front and even sample hardtack, an important staple of a Union soldier’s diet.
Tuesday, November 1, at 6:30pm. Working with the enemy: German, Italian, and Japanese prisoners of war in Iowa during the Second World War. As part of a relatively quiet and underpublicized government program, thousands of enemy soldiers invaded Iowa in 1943. Professor Chad Timm of Simpson College will share with us the history of POW camps in Iowa during the Second World War: one in the Northern Iowa town of Algona and one in the Southwestern Iowa town of Clarinda (one of only two camps in the country to house Japanese soldiers). The story of POW interment in Iowa is a fascinating story of Iowans being confronted by the enemy; an enemy they not only needed to help them meet their wartime goals, but that also challenged them to find the humanity in the eyes of the enemy.
Tuesday, November 15, at 6:30pm. U.S. Railroad Operations during World War I.  Dr. Rudy Daniels will be our “conductor” on this riveting railroad history tour. Trains played critical roles in both its civilian and military aspects during World War I. Be prepared for an uplifting evening as he shares the incredible and fascinating story of the railroad’s efforts to win the war.
Tuesday, December 6, at 6:30pm. The Forgotten Generation: Iowa Children and the Attack on Pearl Harbor. To commemorate the 75th anniversary of the attack on Pearl Harbor on December 7, Lisa Ossian, Professor of History, Des Moines Area Community College will address the impact World War II had on a generation of children unlike any other experience in the twentieth century. From the days before Pearl Harbor, with quiet rumors of war, to the dramatic Sunday afternoon of December 7, 1941, to the continuing days and years of war work, to the news of the atomic bomb, and finally to war’s end on V-J Day, World War II challenged and transformed America’s (and Iowa’s) children.
