PROHIBITION IN IOWA

Linda Betsinger McCann, author of “Prohibition in Eastern Iowa” will be at the Clear Lake Public Library Tuesday, Nov. 17 at 6:30 p.m. to talk about her book and have copies available.  Linda grew up with a grandfather who made his own home brew, so she thought nothing of people doing this. She watched “The Untouchables” on television, and thought of the Prohibition era as something that was exciting.  The research she did for this book changed the way she perceived those 13 years in history and its importance.  Her book covers the gamut from farmers who grew corn used in making illegal liquor, to the bootleggers who trafficked it and the gangsters who sold it, Eastern Iowa saw its fair share.  The book contains excerpts of interviews with regular people who were swept up in the craziness and about gun battles on two land highways.
