A motion was made by Betsy and seconded by Tom to approve all expense items for the period of April 2015.  The motion carried.

After discussing the matter, it was decided by the Board to sell the photograph to Mr. Morales.  It was moved by Tom and seconded by Scott to give Jill permission to sell the photograph and determine the price.  Motion passed.

There being no further business, it was moved by Betsy and seconded by Bennett to adjourn at 6:17 p.m.  The motion carried.
