The Planning and Zoning Commission met in the City Council Chambers
to discuss one project, the Hwy 106 Car Wash Facility.
Present were, Bervig, Duea, Meyer, Prohaska.  Absent, McLeod, Broghammer, and Angle. Andy Meyer introduced himself to the Board as a new Board Member.

Chairman Arnold Prohaska called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
He asked for approval of the Agenda. Duea moved and it was second by
Bervig.  All Ayes. Prohaska asked for approval of the minutes of the July
26th, 2016 meeting. Moved by Duea, and second by Bervig.  All Ayes.

Prohaska asked if there were any citizens who had any items not on the Agenda to address with the Board. There were none.

Prohaska asked if there were any Communications. Ritter replied that there were none.

Prohaska advised that the first item to be discussed would be the Hwy 106 Car Wash and then asked if everyone had seen the plan and read the review. All had. Bervig asked about the 3 issues to be addressed. Randy Mumm (Owner) discussed his project. He is placing the dumpster behind the yellow building to the East (also his property). The one light pole on the SW corner will be directed to at a 45 degree angle and broadcast on the property only. There is a row of hedges on the South side of the property to block the headlights of cars entering the property and more to be added to keep the cars from shine on the residents on the South side of the property. Steve Livingston (1012 5th Ave. S.) addressed a few concerns. He has lived there since 78’.  He is glad the lighting is being addressed. One concern is the run off into the old alley, and the other is the vacuums in the rear. He thought there were 3. There are 2 vacuums, one is a light pole base. Steve noted all of the house’s bedrooms face the car wash. Randy showed there is a new intake for the surface drainage on the SE corner. There is also a curb being put in to help direct water to the intake. Randy also said that all of the roof downspouts will be attached to underground piping and tied into 4th Ave. South storm sewer. Randy also said the 2 vacuums on the South can have a timer put on them to shut off at 9pm. The North vacuum will be available 24/7. Prohaska asked about adding a fence. Randy said it could be added also along with bushes. That has yet to be finalized. Duea asked about cleaning/clearing out some of the old alley to address the drainage. Ritter will check on it to see who owns the alley area. The yards south tend to flood since over the years the silt has added to the fill in that area decreasing the drainage.Bervig asked about filling that ditch in, it was stated that area needs to be dug down. There were no further questions by anyone.
