Council Meeting 2/28/2011


SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in special session on Monday, February 28, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  All Council Members present.

Unsworth moved to agenda be approved, seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.

Nelson moved to approve the consent agenda, seconded by Furleigh:

A. Licenses & Permits: 

· Liquor License:  Class C Liquor License (LC) (Commercial) with Sunday Sales, Rookies; Class B Liquor License (LB) (Hotel/Motel) with Sunday Sales, Best Western Holiday Motor Lodge, (renewals).

Roll Call:  All Ayes.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Joe Weigel, Public Works Director, reviewed the proposed 19 S. 3rd Street Building Demolition & Parking Lot Improvement Project and stated that sealed responses to the City’s Request for Proposals (RFP) for professional services were opened on February 24th.  He advised that two proposals were received with the least costly proposal submitted by Yaggy Colby Associates, with a not-to-exceed total of $20,000.  He noted that services to be performed by the consultant include preparation of detailed plans & specifications, bid services, and construction administration and observation.  Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Callanan.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-20

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERING SERVICES AGREEMENT FOR THE 19 S. 3RD STREET BUILDING DEMOLITION & PARKING LOT PROJECT

Mr. Tom Alexander, representing the Veteran’s Memorial Golf Club Foundation, reviewed a proposal regarding a prospective operating lease agreement between the City and the Foundation to operate the All Veteran’s Golf Course.  He stated that the Foundation proposes to model its operations after the non-profit group that operates the Surf Ballroom & Museum and that the intent is to have between 5 and 7 Board Members with individuals from the City Council and Staff on the Board serving as liaisons.  Furleigh moved to direct City Administrator, Scott Flory, to begin preparation of an operating lease agreement proposal and to set the matter for a public hearing for March 7th at 6:30 p.m., seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed CDBG Sanitary Sewer Collection System Improvement Project – Contract #1 and stated that the Council previously set the date for the public hearing on the proposed “Resolution of Necessity” for the project.  He noted that following the hearing the Council must then act on the proposed “Resolution of Necessity”.  The Council may vote to 1) defer action to a later date, time & place; 2) adopt the Resolution of Necessity with amendments; or 3) adopt the Resolution of Necessity without amendments.

Tim Moreau, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the project plans & specifications and stated that the total project cost, including engineering, legal, contingency, and administrative is estimated at $2,618,384 and that the total amount to be funded by special assessments is $256,395.  He stated that the project schedule sets a bid letting for March 31st, consideration and award of contract at the April 4th council meeting.

Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the previously established public hearing on the Sanitary Sewer Collection System Improvement Project – Contract #1.

Julia Oulman, 510 Buddy Holly Place, stated that she understands the need to make the proposed improvements but is concerned about the burden it will create for her financially due to the potential special assessment.

Kim Nelson, 815 N 5th Street, voiced his concern with how the preliminary assessment figures were derived and communicated by the engineer.

Hearing no further public comment, Unsworth moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

Cooney introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:

RESOLUTION No. 11-21

A RESOLUTION WITH RESPECT TO THE ADOPTION OF THE RESOLUTION OF NECESSITY PROPOSED FOR THE CLEAR LAKE, IOWA, SANITARY SEWER COLLECTION SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT PROJECT – CONTRACT 1

Nelson moved to go into Closed Session at 7:54 p.m. pursuant to Code of Iowa Section 21.5 (1) (j) for preliminary discussion of purchase of real estate, seconded by Furleigh.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.

Furleigh moved to return to regular session at 8:30 p.m. with no final action taken on any matter in closed session, seconded by Nelson.  Passed Unanimously.

There being no further business before the Council, Cooney moved to adjourn at 8:32 p.m., seconded by Callanan.  Passed Unanimously.
