Council Meeting 2/28/2011


SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING

The Clear Lake City Council met in special session on Monday, July 11, 2011, at 6:00 p.m., in the Council Chambers, at City Hall, with Mayor Nelson P. Crabb presiding.  Council Members present:  Cooney, Unsworth, Callanan, Nelson.  Absent:  Furleigh

Callanan moved to agenda be approved, seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

Mayor Crabb announced that it was the time and place for the citizen's forum.  There was no citizen comment.

Scott Flory, City Administrator, reviewed the proposed 10th Avenue N. (STP) Street Improvement Project (Buddy Holly Place – 5th Place N.) and stated that the Council previously set the date for the public hearing on the proposed “Resolution of Necessity” for the project.  He noted that following the hearing the Council must then act on the proposed “Resolution of Necessity”.  The Council may vote to 1) defer action to a later date, time & place; 2) adopt the Resolution of Necessity with amendments; or 3) adopt the Resolution of Necessity without amendments.

Tim Moreau, P.E., Veenstra & Kimm, reviewed the project plans & specifications and stated that the total project cost, including engineering, legal, contingency, and administrative is estimated at $730,877 and that the total amount to be funded by special assessments is $235,902.82.  He stated that the project schedule sets a bid letting for July 19th, consideration and award of contract at the August 1st Council meeting.

Mayor Crabb stated it was now the time and place for the previously established public hearing on the 10th Ave N. Street (STP) Street Improvement Project.

Dave Parks, 2014 Buddy Holly Place, questioned how the lot values were determined for the vacant lots located within the project area as he believes the value given to the lots he owns is too high.

Dick Hayes, 25 Timberlane Drive, stated that he also believes the value placed on the vacant lots is too high for properties located in the project area.

Moreau explained that the vacant lot valuations were determined at $3.00 per square foot.

Hearing no further public comment, Callanan moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Unsworth.  Passed Unanimously.

After general discussion, Unsworth introduced the following Resolution and moved its adoption, seconded by Cooney.  Roll Call:  Passed Unanimously.  Whereupon, the Mayor declared the following duly adopted:
